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QUICK SHOTS: ...Arkansas is 5-1 this season against ranked teams.

...Arkansas has earned 30 bids to the NCAA Tournament, ninth-
most in the nation.

...Seniors Charles Thomas and Darian Townes were each named to
the SEC All-Tournament team.

...Head coach John Pelphrey has set a school record for wins by a
first-year coach (22) and is the first to take the Razorbacks to a post-
season tournament in his first season.

...Senior Sonny Weems was named to the coaches first-team All-SEC
squad while senior Steven Hill was named to the all-defensive unit.

...Arkansas’ attendance average (17,148) was its best since 2000.

...Head coach John Pelphrey is in his first season at Arkansas. A
former player and assistant for Eddie Sutton, a former player for
Rick Pitino and a former assistant to Billy Donovan, he led South
Alabama to a regular season and a conference tournament title in the
last two years with NCAA Tournament and NIT appearances.

ON THE AIR: The game is being televised by CBS Sports. Jim
Nantz is calling the play-by-play and Billy Packer is the analyst.

The game is also on radio on the Arkansas Radio Sports Network
with Mike Nail handling the play-by-play and Rick Schaeffer
providing analysis.

A LITTLE ABOUT THE HOOSIERS: Indiana is 25-7 overall and
ranked No. 24 in the nation. The Hoosiers finished third in the Big Ten
during the regular season at 14-4. Interim head coach Dan Dakich’s club
is led by 6-4 freshman guard Eric Gordon (21.3 ppg), 6-9 senior forward
D.J. White (17.3 ppg, 10.4 rpg), 6-1 sophomore guard Armon Bassett
(11.1 ppg) and 6-4 freshman guard Jordan Crawford (10.0 ppg).

THE OTHER TEAMS: The other teams in Arkansas’ portion of the
bracket in Raleigh are No. 1-ranked and No. 1 overall seed North
Carolina, which faces the winner between Coppin State and Mount
St. Mary’s. UNC is 32-2 overall and won the ACC. Coppin State is
16-20 and won the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference title and Mount
St. Mary’s is 18-14 and the champion of the Northeast Conference.

TOURNAMENT SCHEDULE: Should Arkansas win its first game
in the tournament, the Razorbacks play the North Carolina-Coppin
State/Mount St. Mary’s winner on Sunday. Game times for Sunday
will be set later.

SERIES RECORDS: Arkansas and Indiana have met just once with
the Hoosiers posting a 75-50 win in Bloomington in 1950.

Arkansas and North Carolina are tied 3-3 with three of the meetings
coming in NCAA Tournament play. All six games have been played
at neutral sites. The Razorbacks have not played Coppin State or
Mount St. Mary’s.

ARKANSAS ADDS TO TRADITION OF SUCCESS: This year’s
NCAA Tournament bid has added to Arkansas’ great tradition.

The NCAA Tournament bid is the 30th in school history, which
ranks ninth-best in the nation. Arkansas has appeared in 29
tournaments, but was unable to participate in the 1944 tournament
due to a car accident.

The Razorbacks are also No. 14 in the nation with 39 NCAA
Tournament victories, tied for No. 13 with 10 trips to the Sweet
Sixteen and tied for ninth with six trips to the Final Four.
NCAA Tournament bids: 30 ninth-most in the nation
NCAA Tournament wins: 39 14th-most in the nation
Sweet Sixteen appearances: 10 Tied for 13th-most
Final Four appearances: 6 Tied for ninth-most

BIG TEN OPPONENTS: The matchup with Indiana is the first game
for the Razorbacks against a member of the Big Ten since Arkansas
went 0-4 in a four-year series with Illinois from 2002-2005. Those
losses were to teams ranked No. 5, No. 25, No. 11 and No. 3,
respectively. Before that series, the last game against a Big Ten school
was a second-round NCAA Tournament loss to No. 21 Iowa in 1999.

WEEMS NAMED FIRST-TEAM ALL-SEC: Senior guard/forward
Sonny Weems has been named to the first-team All-SEC squad selected
by the league’s coaches. He is joined on the first team by Mississippi
State’s Jamont Gordon and Charles Rhodes, Tennessee’s Chris Lofton
and Tyler Smith, Alabama’s Richard Hendrix, Kentucky’s Ramel
Bradley, Devan Downey of South Carolina and Vanderbilt’s Shan
Foster.

He is 23rd in the SEC in scoring (14.3) and 12th in field goal
percentage (.453). In SEC play only, he was eighth in scoring (17.3),
26th in rebounding (5.1), 15th in field goal percentage (.445), fourth
in three-point percentage (.426) and sixth in three-point goals per
game (2.50).

Patrick Beverley made the second team last year when he was also
voted the league’s newcomer and freshman of the year.

Weems has also been named to the National Association of
Basketball Coaches All-District 9 second team.

Patrick Beverley made the NABC second team last year while
Ronnie Brewer made the first team in 2005 and 2006.

HILL NAMED TO SEC’S ALL-DEFENSIVE TEAM: Senior center
Steven Hill has been named to the SEC’s all-defensive team selected
by the league’s coaches. He joins Mississippi State’s Jarvis Varnado,
Georgia’s Sundiata Gaines, Ramel Bradley of Kentucky, Garrett
Temple of LSU and JaJuan Smith of Tennessee. Hill, last year’s SEC
Defensive Player of the Year, is averaging 4.4 points, 3.0 rebounds
and 2.2 blocked shots. He is one of just four players in SEC history
to record 300 or more career blocked shots (see note on page six).
The SEC selected an all-defensive team for the first time since 1992.

THOMAS AND TOWNES NAMED TO SEC ALL-TOURNAMENT
TEAM: Seniors Charles Thomas and Darian Townes earned SEC All-
Tournament honors after helping the Razorbacks knock off No. 18
Vanderbilt and No. 4 Tennessee to reach the finals.

In the three games, Townes was 19-of-29 from the field (.655), and
averaged 17.0 points, 6.0 rebounds, 1.3 blocked shots, 1.0 assist and 1.0
steal. Thomas was 17-of-30 from the floor (.567) and 14-of-15 at the
line (.933) with averages of 16.3 points, 6.7 rebounds and 1.3 steals.

ARKANSAS AGAINST TOURNAMENT TEAMS: Arkansas is 6-6 against teams in this
year’s NCAA Tournament. The Razorbacks are 2-0 against Vanderbilt, 1-0 against Baylor
and Oral Roberts, 1-1 against Tennessee and Mississippi State, 0-1 against Oklahoma and
Kentucky, and 0-2 against Georgia.

ARKANSAS AGAINST RANKED TEAMS: With the wins over No. 18 Vanderbilt (81-75)
and No. 4 Tennessee (92-91) in the SEC Tournament, Arkansas is now 5-1 against ranked
teams this season.  The Razorbacks lost at No. 4 Tennessee (93-71), but had earlier wins over
No. 18 Vanderbilt (78-73), No. 19 Florida (80-61) and No. 25 Mississippi State (78-58).

TOO MANY FOULS: Arkansas head coach John Pelphrey has been concerned about the
Razorbacks committing too many fouls lately. For the year, in Arkansas’ wins, the Hogs
have been called for 398 fouls and made 349-of-505 free throws (.691) while their opponents
have been whistled for 444 fouls and made 277-of-412 free throws (.672). In Arkansas’
losses, the Razorbacks have been called for 233 fouls and made 123-of-197 free throws
(.624) while their opponents have been called for 183 fouls and made 193-of-259 free throws
(.745).

In the wins, Arkansas has also shot .485 from the floor and averaged 38.5 rebounds with
340 turnovers while limiting opponents to .394 shooting with 30.6 rebounds and 346
turnovers. In the losses, Arkansas has shot .428 from the field and averaged 33.2 rebounds
with 170 turnovers while the opponents have shot .465 with 35.6 rebounds and 154 turnovers.

BIG HOG SENIOR CLASS: Arkansas’ roster includes six seniors. In addition to helping
Arkansas record three straight 20-win seasons and earn three straight NCAA Tournament
bids, here’s what they’ve done in their careers.

Gary Ervin is lettering for the second time after transferring from Mississippi State. He
has played in 68 games with 41 starts. He has 662 points (9.7), 211 rebounds (3.1), 81 steals
(1.2) and 292 assists (4.3). In 131 games overall with 74 starts, he has 1,077 points (8.2), 324
rebounds (2.5), 149 steals (1.1) and 526 assists (4.0). His 169 assists and 4.83 average last
year were the best for a Razorback since 1999. A two-time SEC Player of the Week selection,
he’s led the team in scoring 12 times and in assists 38 times, and scored in double figures 30
times. He had 15 points and six assists in the win over No. 20 Florida, 13 points and seven
assists in the win over No. 14 Vanderbilt, and 18 points in the win over No. 18 Vanderbilt in
the SEC Tournament.

Steven Hill has played in 130 games with 96 starts. He has 531 points (4.1), 436 rebounds
(3.4) and 315 blocked shots (2.4). The only Razorback to record 90 or more blocked shots in
more than one season, he is second on the school’s career list and just the fourth player in
SEC history to record 300 or more rejections. An SEC Academic Honor Roll selection, he



was the 2007 SEC Defensive Player of the Year. He hit the game
winner with 5.3 seconds left in the SEC Tournament 92-91 win over
No. 4 Tennessee

Vincent Hunter has been in the program five years and is lettering
for the fourth time. He’s appeared in 111 games with 25 starts. He
has 361 points (3.3), 246 rebounds (2.2) and 31 three-point buckets
in 90 attempts for a .344 percentage. He had 11 points in a win over
No. 10 Florida, 10 points and seven rebounds in a win at No. 10
Tennessee, four points and six rebounds in win over No. 14 Vanderbilt,
and five points in the win over No. 18 Vanderbilt in the SEC
Tournament.

Charles Thomas has been in 127 games with 85 starts. He has
1,132 points (8.9), 580 rebounds (4.6) and 344 free throws made. He
is 24th on Arkansas’ all-time scoring list, 12th in rebounding and
ninth in free throws made. He’s had nine double-doubles and his 18
rebounds against Mississippi State in the semifinals of last year’s
SEC Tournament are the most for a Razorback in 10 years. He’s led
the team in scoring 13 times and in rebounding 28 times, and been in
double figures scoring 56 times. He had 24 points and 10 rebounds in
the SEC Tournament semifinal win over No. 4 Tennessee.

Darian Townes has appeared in 130 games with 37 starts. He has
1,286 points (9.9), 623 rebounds (4.8) and 192 blocked shots (1.5).
He is 20th on Arkansas’ all-time list in scoring, 10th in rebounding
and fourth in blocked shots. He had 14 points in this year’s win over
No. 20 Florida, 13 in the win over No. 14 Vanderbilt, and team-high
tying totals of 18 points and seven rebounds in the win over No. 18
Vanderbilt in the SEC Tournament. He’s led the team in scoring 19
times. He’s also led the team in rebounding 37 times and been in
double figures scoring 67 times, both highs for all current Razorbacks.

Sonny Weems transferred from UA-Fort Smith last year and has
played in 67 games with 64 starts. He has 871 points (13.0), 313
rebounds (4.7), 158 assists (2.4) and 87 steals (1.3). He was named
to the SEC and Old Spice Classic all-tournament teams last year, has
earned SEC Player of the Week honors and is first-team All-SEC this
season. He had 21 points in the win over Baylor, 22 in the win over
No. 25 Mississippi State, 17 in the win over No. 20 Florida and 20 in
the win over No. 14 Vanderbilt. He’s led the team in scoring 21 times
and been in double digits 47 times.

RAZORBACKS HAVE BEST ATTENDANCE AVERAGE SINCE
2000: Arkansas drew 19,173 fans for Saturday’s regular-season home
finale against Auburn, giving the Razorbacks a tickets sold average of
17,148 for the year. That average is the best for the Razorbacks since
2000 when Arkansas ranked sixth in the nation with an average of 17,807.

RAZORBACKS GET THIRD STRAIGHT 20-WIN SEASON,
EQUAL THIRD-BEST BUD WALTON ARENA RECORD: With
the win over Auburn on March 8, Arkansas earned its 20th victory
and finished its regular-season home record at 15-1.

Arkansas (22-11) has now recorded three straight 20-win seasons
for the first time since 1994 (31-3, national champion), 1995 (32-7,
championship game) and 1996 (20-13, Sweet 16). 1994, 1995 and
1996 were actually the last three of nine consecutive 20-win
campaigns.

The 15-1 home record matches the third-best mark for the Hogs in
Bud Walton Arena. Arkansas was 16-0 in 1994, 15-0 in 1998 and 15-
1 in 2006.

WEEMS OVERCOMES SLOW THREE-POINT START: Sonny
Weems started the season missing his first 13 three-point attempts
through the first five games. Since then, he’s made 50-of-123, 40.7
percent. For the year, he is 50-of-136 for a .368 percentage.
Weems’ Three-Point Shooting:
First five games of the season: 0-13 .000
Since then (last 28 games): 50-123 .407*
* - Includes going 5-of-5 at LSU to tie the single-game school
percentage record of 1.000. Weems also set (and is now tied) a school
three-point percentage record for an SEC game.

The overall school record for single-game three-point percentage
is based on a minimum of four threes made while the record for SEC
games is based on a minimum of five made.

BEVERLEY SETS SCHOOL THREE-POINT PERCENTAGE
RECORD: Sophomore guard Patrick Beverley was 9-of-11 shooting

overall against Auburn on March 8, including 6-of-6 on threes en
route to scoring a season-high 27 points. He also had eight rebounds
and four steals.

The three-point shooting performance ties the school record for
single-game percentage (1.000), but the school record is based on a
minimum of four shots made. Of the eight other single-game
performances, seven (Brandon Dean, Chris Walker [twice], Jason
Gilbert, Dwight Stewart, Arlyn Bowers and Lee Mayberry) were 4-
of-4. One, Sonny Weems at LSU earlier this year on Jan. 26, was 5-
of-5, putting Beverley at the top of the list based on the number of
shots made.

He also goes to the top of the list for single-game three-point
percentage in an SEC game, based on a minimum of five attempts.
Weems was at the top of that list based on his performance at LSU
this season. Weems and Beverley are the only Razorbacks to be
perfect against an SEC opponent. The best percentage entering the
season was .875 by Jannero Pargo against Florida in 2002 (7-8).

Beverley’s 9-of-11 shooting against Auburn also ties for the third-
best overall percentage mark (.818) in an SEC game. The only
Razorback to do better in an SEC game is Corliss Williamson, who
was 8-of-9 (.889) against LSU in 1993 and 11-of-13 (.846) against
LSU in 1994.

PELPHREY SETS RECORD FOR WINS BY A FIRST-YEAR
COACH: The win over Auburn on March 8 was Arkansas’ 20th of
the year and the 20th for John Pelphrey, which set a school record
for wins by a first-year head coach at Arkansas. Pelphrey’s 22
victories top the 19 by Eugene Lambert in 1943 and is five more than
Eddie Sutton and Francis Schmidt. Arkansas has earned 29 NCAA
Tournament bids, ninth-most in NCAA history, and two post-season
NIT bids, but none under a first-year head coach.

PELPHREY GETS 100TH COACHING VICTORY: With the win
over Auburn on March 8, John Pelphrey recorded his 100th career
head coaching victory. Pelphrey is 22-11 in his first season at Arkansas
after going 80-67 in five years at South Alabama. Overall, he is 102-
78 for a winning percentage of .567.

BEVERLEY COULD BE SHORTEST REBOUNDING LEADER
IN SCHOOL HISTORY: Sophomore guard Patrick Beverley was in
double figures rebounding six times in SEC play and has led the team
in rebounding in 12 of the last 19 games. He is Arkansas’ top rebounder
for the season (6.7) and was the leader in SEC play (8.3).

Overall, he is 11th in the SEC and was fourth in conference play.
He’s been in double figures rebounding seven times this season with
six of those coming in SEC play. He had 13 against Texas-San Antonio,
13 against Alabama, 12 against South Carolina, 15 at LSU, 10 against
Mississippi State, 12 against Florida and 13 against Ole Miss.

At 6-1, Beverley is the only player among the league’s top 16
shorter than 6-4.

Arkansas’ rebounding records go back to the 1953 season. If he
finishes the season as the team leader, he would be the shortest in
school history. The shortest currently on record is 6-4 by several.

BENCH SCORING: Through 33 games this year, head coach John
Pelphrey has received major scoring contributions from his players
off the bench. After 33 games, the Razorbacks have scored 2,430
points (73.6) with 899 (27.2) coming off the bench, or 37.0 percent.
Razorback reserves have scored 30 or more points in 15 of 33 games.

Darian Townes has been the leader off the bench 16 times, Gary
Ervin 11 times, Charles Thomas five times, Stefan Welsh twice, and
Patrick Beverley, Michael Washington and Steven Hill once (Townes
and Ervin tied for the lead in one game, Washington and Ervin tied for
the lead in another, and Thomas, Welsh and Hill in another).

TOWNES PROVIDING INSIDE SCORING: Senior Darian
Townes has scored in double figures in 23 of 33 games and made 50
percent of his shots or better in 24 of 33. He’s led the team in scoring



six times this year. Townes has been Arkansas’ top scorer off the
bench 16 times this year.

He leads all current Hogs with 67 double-figure scoring games and has
led the team in rebounding 38 times in his career, which also tops all
current players. Townes is 20th on Arkansas’ all-time scoring list (1,286),
10th in rebounding (618) and fourth in blocked shots (192).

Over the last seven games, he’s made 46-of-68 shots (.676) with
averages of 15.9 points, 4.4 rebounds and 1.3 steals.

SEC TOURNAMENT RECAP: For the second straight season,
Arkansas reached the finals of the SEC Tournament. Here’s a recap
of this year’s run.

Championship game: Arkansas turned the ball over 15 times and
made just two of 17 three-point attempts in dropping a 66-57 decision
to Georgia in the SEC championship game on Sunday. Arkansas held
Georgia to 39 percent shooting, but the Bulldogs had a 40-31
rebounding advantage, made 13-of-17 free throws and 7-of-15 threes.
Down 10 at the half and 15, 51-36, with 9:54 left, Arkansas got
within 56-53, but Georgia scored five straight and the Razorbacks
got no closer than five the rest of the way. Darian Townes and Sonny
Weems scored 17 points each for Arkansas. Terrance Woodbury
paced the Bulldogs with 16.

Semifinals: Steven Hill’s turnaround jumper with six seconds
remaining was the game-winner as Arkansas rallied for a 92-91 victory
over No. 4 Tennessee in Saturday’s semifinal round. Arkansas led 47-
45 at the half, but Tennessee took a 73-64 lead with nine minutes
remaining. A 12-3 run tied it at 76-76 with 6:11 to go, but the
Volunteers took an 81-77 lead with 5:22 left. Down 85-83 with 3:12
left, Gary Ervin’s three gave Arkansas a one-point lead. A putback
by Darian Townes put the Hogs up 90-89, but JaJuan Smith’s layup
gave the Volunteers a 91-90 lead with 23 seconds to go. Ervin passed
inside on Hill’s game-winner and Chris Lofton missed a jumper at the
buzzer. Charles Thomas led the Razorbacks with a double-double of
24 points and 10 rebounds. Patrick Beverley had 17 points and seven
rebounds, and Townes 16 points.

Quarterfinals: Arkansas and Vanderbilt both shot 46 percent
from the floor, but the Razorbacks had a 45-24 rebounding advantage
and had a 50-20 scoring advantage in the paint in recording an 81-75
win over the No. 18 Commodores on Friday. Arkansas also had a 20-
6 advantage on second-chance points and a 26-9 lead in bench scoring.
With the game tied 58-58, Gary Ervin scored on a layup and hit a
three-pointer for a 63-58 lead with 7:18 to go. The Commodores
were within 67-64 with 2:20 to go, but Charles Thomas scored on a
putback and Arkansas made 12-of-14 free throws the rest of the way
to put the game away. Ervin and Darian Townes led the Razorbacks
with 18 points each while Thomas added 13. Alex Gordon led
Vanderbilt with 22. Shan Foster and A.J. Ogilvy scored 14 each.

TOURNAMENT SUCCESS: Arkansas has had decent tournament
success recently. Last week, Arkansas went 2-1 and reached the
finals of the SEC Tournament. Earlier this year, the Razorbacks went
2-1 in the ESPNU Puerto Rico Tip-Off, beating College of Charleston
and VCU around a loss to Providence.

In 2007, Arkansas went 3-1 and reached the finals of the SEC
Tournament after earlier in the year winning the Old Spice Classic in
Orlando with wins over Southern Illinois, Marist and West Virginia.

In 2006, the Hogs were 1-1 in the SEC Tournament and 1-2 in the
Maui Invitational, but the win was over Kansas and the losses to No.
3 Connecticut and No. 23 Maryland.

In 2005, the Hogs won the Paradise Jam in the Virgin Islands with
wins over Winthrop, Troy and Eastern Michigan, and lost in the first
round of the SEC Tournament.

Over the last four years in regular season tournaments, counting
the SEC Tournament, Arkansas is 15-7.

ONE MORE WIN WOULD GIVE ARKANSAS ITS BEST WIN
TOTAL SINCE 1999: With one more victory this season, Arkansas
would record its best win total in nine years. The Razorbacks are 22-
11, matching the season-high for victories since the 1999 squad went
23-11 and reached the second round of the NCAA Tournament.

THOMAS TURNS IT ON: Senior forward Charles Thomas had 41
career double-figure scoring games entering the season after recording
20 as a junior. He reached double-digits 11 times in his first 18 games
this year, but then went 10 straight being held to single digits.

He’s had four straight since.
Over the last four games, he’s had 10 points against Auburn, 13

against No. 18 Vanderbilt, 24 against No. 4 Tennessee and 12 against
Georgia. He’s made 21-of-38 shots (.553), and averaged 14.8 points
and 5.5 rebounds.

KEY TREYS FROM ERVIN: Senior guard Gary Ervin hit two big
three-pointers in last week’s SEC Tournament. He entered the event
0-of-6 on threes over his previous four games, but was 3-of-9 in the
tournament with two makes coming at key times.

His three in the quarterfinals against No. 18 Vanderbilt came with
7:18 remaining and gave the Razorbacks a 63-58 lead. The
Commodores got within two later, but no closer.

In the semifinals against No. 4 Tennessee, his three with 2:43 left
gave the Razorbacks an 86-85 lead. Tennessee later took a 91-90
lead, but Ervin had the assist on the game-winning jumper by Steven
Hill with 5.3 seconds left.

Ervin has also had 38 assists over the last seven games, an average
of 5.4 per game. Over that stretch, he’s had a high of seven three
times.

STEF’S SHOT: Sophomore guard Stefan Welsh went 0-of-2 on
three-pointers in the SEC Tournament final, but has still emerged as
a dangerous three-point threat.

From the last regular season game of the year through the first two
games of the SEC Tournament, he made 50 percent of his threes or
better in a season-high three straight games. Entering that stretch, he
had not made half or more in two straight.

He was 2-of-3 in the regular season finale against Auburn, 3-of-5
against No. 18 Vanderbilt and 4-of-6 against No. 4 Tennessee. He
was 9-of-14 (.643) over those three games with an average of 10.3
points. Even with the 0-of-2 effort against Georgia, he is still 9-of-16
over the last four games (.563)

Entering that stretch, he was 27-of-93 for the year on threes, 29.0
percent.

STAFF: Pelphrey’s staff includes assistant Rob Evans, formerly the
head coach at Ole Miss and Arizona State. Evans comes to Arkansas
with 38 years of collegiate coaching experience. Evans was 86-81 in
six years at Ole Miss from 1993-98, winning two SEC Western
Division titles and taking the Rebels to the NCAA Tournament for



the second and third times in the program’s history. He was 119-120
in eight years at ASU with one NCAA Tournament bid and three NIT
appearances, including post-season bids in three of his last five years.

BEVERLEY NAMED TO WOODEN AWARD AND NAISMITH
TROPHY PRE-SEASON TOP 50 WATCH LISTS: Sophomore
Patrick Beverley was one of 50 players named to the John R. Wooden
Award pre-season top 50 watch list and he was also on the pre-
season watch list for the Naismith Trophy.

Last year, he was named the SEC newcomer and freshman of the
year, and second-team All-SEC. He was also a freshman All-American
by CollegeInsider.com (first team), Basketball Times (second team),
and Rivals and CollegeHoops.net (third team). CollegeHoops.net
also selected him the SEC Freshman of the Year. He was also second-
team All-District 9 by the National Association of Basketball Coaches
and All-District VII by the United State Basketball Writers
Association.

He played like anything but a freshman last year. Here’s where he
ranked among team and SEC leaders (SEC rank in parenthesis):

of just four players in SEC history to record 300 career blocked
shots. Hill had 297 rejections entering that game. He now has 315
and has joined LSU’s Shaquille O’Neal (412, 1990-92), Auburn’s
Kyle Davis (360, 2001-04) and Georgia’s Lavon Mercer (327, 1977-
80) on that short list.

TRAIL OF THREES: With two three-pointers against Georgia, the
Razorbacks have now made at least one three-pointer in 644
consecutive games. UA made at least one trey in every game it played
in the 1990s. The last time UA failed to make a three was in a 99-92
win at Texas in January 1989, and the Hogs attempted just two
three-pointers in that contest. Arkansas has played 710 games since
the three-pointer was added to college basketball and failed to make
a three in only six games. UA won those six games.

Arkansas was just the fifth school to extend its streak to 600
games, trailing only UNLV, Vanderbilt, Kentucky and Duke.

ARKANSAS IN THE NCAA TOURNAMENT
Year-by-Year Synopsis

1941 - There were only eight teams in the field with just two regionals. Arkansas defeated Wyoming in the only game of the West
Regional to advance to the Final Four. The Hogs lost to Washington State in the semifinals.

1944 - Arkansas was the Southwest Conference champion and was one of the tournament favorites. However, an automobile accident
injured several players and prevented the Hogs from participating. Utah was invited as a substitute and won the NCAA championship.

1945 - The Razorbacks returned to the tournament and defeated Oregon in the first round in the West. Again, there were only eight
teams so the Hogs advanced to the Final Four. Eventualy champion Oklahoma State eliminated Arkansas in the semifinals.

1949 - There were still only eight teams and Arkansas lost in the West’s first round to Oregon State. A third place game was played
at that time and the Razorbacks beat Wyoming.

1958 - This was Arkansas’ first experience in the tournament since it expanded to 24 teams and four regionals. The Razorbacks
qualified by beating SMU in a Southwest Conference playoff game after tying the Mustangs for the league championship. Oklahoma State
eliminated the Hogs in the first round. In the regional consolation game, Oscar Robertson set a scoring record by an Arkansas opponent by
scoring 56 in the Bearcat victory.

1977 - It took 19 years for Arkansas to return to the NCAA Tournament and the results were disappointing. After going 16-0 in the
Southwest Conference and fighting to gain national recognition, the Hogs lost a first round game to Wake Forest at Norman, Okla. Sidney
Moncrief fouled out with more than nine minutes left and the Hogs leading. Arkansas could not hold on without him.

1978 - Sidney Moncrief, Ron Brewer and Marvin Delph were back and the Razorbacks made their first serious run through the
NCAA Tournament. The field had been expanded to 32 teams, but despite a 29-3 record, a share of the SWC title and being ranked No. 1 midway
through the season, the Hogs were pensive as they lost a semifinal game in the SWC Tournament to Houston on a last-second shot. The NCAA
would not take three SWC teams and Texas had shared the league crown with the Razorbacks. When Houston defeated Texas in the SWC
Tournament championship game, the Hogs got in and the Longhorns were left out. Texas won the NIT and Arkansas roared to the Final Four.

After defeating Weber State at Eugene, Ore., in the first round, the Razorbacks earned their most important victory at that time in their
history when they upended second-ranked UCLA at Albuquerque, N.M. Preparing for the telecast of the regional finals, Al McGuire nicknamed
Moncrief, Brewer and Delph the “Triplets.” Although they would play just three more games together, the nickname stuck and is still well
known in college basketball circles. Arkansas defeated California State-Fullerton in the regional finals and met Kentucky at the Final Four in St.
Louis. The Wildcats had been ranked No. 1 most of the year and eventually won the NCAA title. It was close all the way before the Hogs fell,
64-59. Arkansas won the third place game over Notre Dame on a last-second shot by Brewer.

1979 - It was almost back-to-back Final Four appearances for the Razorbacks. Sidney Moncrief and Steve Schall carried a group of
younger players to a share of the SWC title, an SWC Tournament crown and victories over Weber State and Louisville in the first two rounds
of the NCAA Tournament. Louisville would win the NCAA title in 1980 with the same cast. Matched against top-ranked Indiana State, led by
Larry Bird, in the regional finals at Cincinnati, the Hogs watched a last-second shot by Neal Heaton hit both sides of the rim before dropping
in at the buzzer. The 71-69 setback ended a 14-game Razorback winning streak and allowed Indiana State to make its only trip to the Final Four.

1980 - Arkansas made an early exit, losing to Kansas State in the first round.

1981 - U.S. Reed hit one of the most famous shots in NCAA Tournament history to launch Arkansas into the Sweet 16. After a first
round victory over Mercer, the Razorbacks were paired with defending champion Louisville. The Hogs led almost the entire game until the
Cardinals hit two free throws with five seconds left. Reed took the inbounds pass and dribbled to near midcourt before letting fly with a 49-foot
prayer. The prayer was answered with a swish that gave Arkansas a 74-73 victory. The euphoria lasted a week, but no longer as LSU eliminated
the Razorbacks in the regional semifinals.

1982 - It may have been Arkansas’ greatest NCAA disappointment other than the 1977 tournament. With three eventual long-time
NBA players (Scott Hastings, Darrell Walker and Alvin Robertson), the Hogs were defeated in the first round by Kansas State, 65-64. Even
more disappointing, the games was played at Reunion Arena in Dallas, nicknamed “Barnhill South” because of the way Razorback fans
swarmed the SWC Tournament there for years. In fact, the Hogs had won the league tourney there only the week before.

1983 - Arkansas defeated Purdue, coached by former Hog assistant Gene Keady, in its first game and again led Louisville for most of
its regional semifinal contest before falling to the Cardinals on a last-second tip-in, 65-63.

1984 - One of Eddie Sutton’s most solid teams, featuring Alvin Robertson and Joe Kleine, fell to Virginia in overtime in the first round.
Virginia eventually reached the Final Four.

1985 - Eddie Sutton’s last team at Arkansas downed Iowa in the first round before losing to second-seeded St. John’s, 68-65, at Salt
Lake City, Utah.



1988 - Nolan Richardson’s third team launched Arkansas’ return to the NCAA Tournament. The Hogs showed their tournament
inexperience in a first round loss to Villanova, a team that went on to the Elite Eight.

1989 - Nolan Richardson’s first NCAA Tournament victory was an exhilerating display of fastbreak basketball. The Hogs were
matched with the nation’s top scoring team, Loyola-Marymount, and escaped with a 120-101 victory. Exhausted by the pace, Arkansas ran out
of gas in the second half of a second-round loss to Louisville, 93-84.

1990 - Seeded fourth in the Midwest, Arkansas never had to play any of the top three seeds. They all lost in the early rounds. The
Razorbacks defeated Princeton, Dayton and North Carolina to get a shot at arch rival Texas in the regional finals. Ron Huery hit a key free throw
late in the game to secure an 88-85 victory. In the Final Four at Denver, the Hogs overcame huge deficits in the first and second halves and led
midway through the final period before running out of gas against Duke. The Blue Devils exhausted themselves as well and had little left in the
championship game loss to Nevada-Las Vegas.

1991 - One of the best teams in Razorback history reached the Elite Eight, but a first-half injury to Arlyn Bowers proved fatal against
Kansas in the regional finals. The Hogs, seeded first in the Southeast, defeated Georgia State, Arizona State and Alabama before bowing out
against the Jayhawks.

1992 - After switching from the SWC to the Southeastern Conference, Arkansas won the league championship and defeated Murray
State in the first round. In the second round, though, the Todd Day-Lee Mayberry-Oliver Miller era ended in a two-point loss to Memphis
State.

1993 - Without a true center and led by freshmen Scotty Thurman and Corliss Williamson, the Razorbacks downed Holy Cross and
St. John’s to reach the Sweet 16. Down three points with less than a minute to go, Arkansas had the ball with a chance to tie North Carolina,
but a turnover was costly in an eventualy six-point loss. The Tar Heels won the national title.

1994 - It is often said a team needs a break or two in the NCAA Tournament to win it all, but the Razorbacks simply overpowered
the field. The Hogs defeated North Carolina A&T by 15 points, Georgetown by 12, Tulsa by 19 and Michigan by eight to advance to the Final
Four. It was more of the same in a nine-point win over Arizona in the semifinals. Duke took a 10-point lead early in the second half of the
championship game, but the Hogs roared back. Scotty Thurman’s three-pointer with 51 seconds left that barely beat the shot clock snapped a
72-72 tie and proved to be the game-winner in Arkansas’ 76-72 victory.

1995 - With nearly the same team that won the national championship the year before, Arkansas was the No. 1 seed in the Midwest
Regional. The Hogs narrowly beat Texas Southern and were all but eliminated by Syracuse in the second round until the Orangemen called a
timeout they did not have. Scotty Thurman hit a free throw on the technical to sent the game into overtime. Arkansas scored on every
possession in the extra period and won 96-94. It was overtime again in the regional semifinals as the Razorbacks nudged Memphis. A victory
over Virginia sent the Hogs back to the Final Four. After upending North Carolina in the semifinals, Arkansas couldn’t make it two national titles
in a row, falling to UCLA in the championship game.

1996 - Its top scorer and leading rebounder lost in the middle of the season, Arkansas started four freshmen in the regular season finale
and the SEC Tournament, and barely squeezed into the NCAA Tournament. The Hogs were a No. 12 seed, but surprised fifth-seeded Penn State
and fourth-seeded Marquette with pressure defense. Top-ranked Massachusetts had too much for the Hogs in the regional semifinals.

1998 - After a year in the NIT, Arkansas returned to the NCAA Tournament and downed Nebraska in the first round. The Razorbacks
had third-seeded Utah on the ropes before losing, 69-65. Utah advanced to the NCAA championship game.

1999 - Seeded fourth in the West, Arkansas breezed past Siena in the first round, but it was a costly victory. Derek Hood injured his
back late in the game and was not close to full speed for the second round game against Iowa. The Hawkeyes, loaded with size, eventually wore
down the Hogs inside and eliminated Arkansas.

2000 - Seeded 11th in the South, Arkansas made a late run at No. 23 Miami (Fla.), but the rally fell short and the Razorbacks were
eliminated in the first round for the first time since 1988, a span of 11 tournament appearances.

2001 - Arkansas was knocked out in the first round again as the seventh-seeded Razorbacks fell on a driving layup at the buzzer to
10th-seeded Georgetown, 63-61.

2006 - The Razorbacks were eliminated in the first round as eight-seeded Arkansas fell to ninth-seeded Bucknell at Dallas, 59-55. UA
held Bucknell to 39 percent shooting, but the Bison made 11-of-21 threes while the Hogs were just two-of-12.

2007 - Arkansas shot just 37 percent from the floor, including 15 percent on threes (3-20) while fifth-seeded Southern California shot
50 percent from the floor and 92 percent at the line (23-25) in a 77-60 first-round loss at Spokane, Wash.

HEAD COACH JOHN PELPHREY
John Pelphrey, a former assistant under Billy Donovan and Eddie

Sutton who as a head coach guided South Alabama to the biggest
turnaround in the nation two years ago and a conference championship
last year, was named head basketball coach at Arkansas on April 9.

He also stared as a player at Kentucky from 1988-92 where he
played for first Sutton and then Rick Pitino, who was assisted at the
time by Donovan.

Pelphrey spent the past five years as the head coach at South
Alabama. After going 14-14 in 2003, 12-16 in 2004 and 10-18 in
2005, his 2006 squad had the best turnaround in the nation, finishing
24-7. USA won the Sun Belt Conference West Division title and the
tournament championship to give the Jaguars their first NCAA
Tournament bid since 1998.

This past season, despite losing his top three scorers from 2006,
USA went 20-12 and won the Sun Belt regular season title at 13-5
before falling at Syracuse, 79-73, in a first-round NIT game.

Last year’s team led the Sun Belt in turnover margin (+2.53),
assist-to-turnover ratio (1.12) and three-point defense (.325), and
was second in steals (7.22) and scoring defense (67.3). The Jaguars
also made 272-of-749 three-pointers, an average of 8.5 per game,
while scoring 71.3 points.

The 2006 team, which lost in the first round of the NCAA
Tournament to eventual national champion Florida, 76-50, led the
league in scoring margin (+8.1) and three-point defense (.300), and
was second in steals (8.52) and scoring defense (65.6). USA hit 267-
of-728 threes, an average of 8.6 per game, and scored 73.6 points a
game.

In making the biggest turnaround in the nation, USA improved
from 62.3 points in 2005 to 73.6 in 2006, from a .416 field-goal
percentage to .453, a .646 free-throw percentage to .703, a .351
defensive three-point percentage to .300, 16.0 turnovers to 13.4,
11.0 assists to 14.1, 13.9 turnovers forced to 16.8, 7.6 steals to 8.5
and 207 made three-pointers to 267.

The Paintsville, Ky., native went to South Alabama following six
seasons as an assistant under Donovan at Florida from 1997-2002.
He was also an assistant under Donovan for two years at Marshall in
1995 and ’96.

The 2006 Sun Belt Conference Coach of the Year began his coaching
career as an assistant to Sutton, who he played for at Kentucky, at
Oklahoma State in 1994.

In his six seasons at Florida, the Gators went 124-65 with a then
school-record four straight NCAA Tournament bids after one trip to
the NIT. Florida reached the national championship game in 2000
and the Sweet 16 in 1999.

As an assistant under Donovan at Marshall, the Thundering Herd
went 18-9 in 1995 and 17-11 in ’96 after going 9-18 the year before
they arrived.

Under Sutton at OSU in 1994, the Cowboys were 24-10 and
reached the second round of the NCAA Tournament.

Pelphrey began his coaching career following one season playing
professionally in France and Spain.

He played two years under Sutton and three under Pitino at
Kentucky. After redshirting in 1988, he lettered from 1989-92 and
was a team captain in 1991 and ‘92. He averaged 1.7 points as a
freshman under Sutton.

In Pitino’s first year in 1990, with Donovan as an assistant,
Pelphrey improved to 13.0 points as a sophomore. As a junior in ‘91,
he averaged a team-high tying 14.4 points on a 22-6 squad, earning
honorable mention All-America and first-team All-SEC honors.

In 1992, he was second on the team with 12.5 points, helping the
Wildcats go 29-7, win the SEC Tournament and end the year ranked

No. 6 in the nation. Kentucky advanced to the Elite Eight in the
NCAA Tournament, falling to Duke, 104-103 in overtime, in what is
often regarded as one of the best college basketball games in history.
Duke won on Christian Laettner’s buzzer-beating jumper. Pelphrey
was one of four seniors on that squad known to UK fans as “The
Unforgettables.”

Inducted into the Kentucky Hall of Fame in 2005 and named
UK’s Student-Athlete of the Year in 1989, his jersey number (No.
34) was retired in 1992. Over his UK career, he started 90 of 114
games and finished with a career scoring average of 11.0 points.

The son of two teachers, he served on UK’s Student-Athlete
Advisory Committee from 1990-92 and was named to the SEC
Academic Honor Roll in 1990. He graduated from Kentucky in 1992.

Named Mr. Basketball in the state of Kentucky as a senior at
Paintsville High in 1987, he scored 2,477 points and claimed 1,316
rebounds for his career.

Pelphrey is married to the former Tracy Lyon and they have a
son, Jaxson Hamilton (11) and a daughter, Ann-Marie Grace Donovan
(8).

2007-08:
Patrick Beverley was named to the pre-season watch lists for both

the Wooden Award and the Naismith Trophy. He is also a pre-season
first-team All-SEC selection by both the media and the league’s coaches.

In the opener against Wofford (11/9) he had a game-high 15 points.
Against the College of Charleston in San Juan (11/15), he had a game-
high 16 points along with seven rebounds and three assists. He led the
team in scoring for the third straight time with 14 against Providence
(11/16), but was just 3-of-11 from the floor. He added five rebounds,
three assists and two steals. Against VCU (11/18), he had 13 points, six
rebounds, three assists and two blocked shots, and was named to the all-
tournament team.

In the win over Missouri (11/28), Beverley made 7-of-12 shots for
19 points. Beverley made 7-of-8 free throws, and had 13 points, three
assists and three blocked shots in the win over Oral Roberts (12/1).

In the win over UTSA (12/12), he had a double-double of 10 points
and 13 rebounds, along with five assists and a steal with no turnovers.
Against Northwestern State (12/19), he was 5-of-8 shooting, finishing
with 16 points, five rebounds, four assists and five steals.

Against Louisiana-Monroe (12/29), he was 7-of-12 shooting, and
had 17 points and four assists with no turnovers. In the win over Baylor
(1/5), he was 4-of-8 on threes, and had 13 points, eight rebounds, two
assists and two blocked shots.

In the SEC opener at Auburn (1/10), Beverley had 17 points, eight
rebounds and three steals. He was 6-8 shooting, including 5-of-6 on
threes. Playing most of the Alabama game (1/13) with a dislocated jaw,
he had six points and a game-high 13 rebounds. Playing with a mouthpiece
in the next game against South Carolina (1/13), he had a game-high 12
rebounds along with five points and three assists.

At LSU (1/26), he had 14 points and a game-high 15 rebounds for the
second double-double of his career. He had a second straight double-
double with 19 points and a team-high 10 rebounds in the win over No.
25 Mississippi State (1/30). He also had a game-high four assists.

In the win over No. 20 Florida (2/2), Beverley had eight points,
three assists and a game-high 12 rebounds. Against Ole Miss (2/9) he
had his sixth double-figure rebounding game in seven games and his
fourth double-double of the year with 17 points and 13 rebounds.

At Mississippi State (2/16), he had 11 points and a team-high six
rebounds. Against LSU (2/20), he had nine points, nine rebounds, three
assists and two steals. In the win over No. 14 Vanderbilt (3/1), he was 6-
of-10 from the floor, including 5-of-7 on threes, finishing with 17
points, three assists and a game-high seven rebounds.

He was 7-of-13 shooting for a team-high 19 points with four assists
and no turnovers at Ole Miss (3/4). In the win over Auburn (3/8), he was
9-of-11 on threes, including a school percentage record 6-of-6 on
threes (1.000) for 27 points. He also had eight rebounds and four steals.

Against No. 18 Vanderbilt in the SEC Tournament (3/14), he had 11
points and seven rebounds in 39 minutes, and finished the game with a
dislocated jaw similar to the Alabama game earlier in the year (1/13).
Against No. 4 Tennessee in the SEC Tournament (3/15), he was 6-of-
11 shooting, finishing with 17 points, seven rebounds and two assists.

2006-07:
Over the summer, following the 2007 season, he led the USA Basketball

Under-19 team to a silver medal finish in the World Championships at
Serbia. The U.S. went 8-1 with Beverley leading the team in scoring
(13.0), assists (3.2) and steals (3.4). He tied for second in rebounding
(5.3), was second in three-point shooting (.394, 13-33) and third in
free-throw shooting (.750, 18-24). He set a USA Basketball team record
with 31 steals, shattering the previous mark of 20 set by Buck Johnson
in 1983, and tied for fourth with 29 assists.

After ranking among the SEC’s individual leaders in nine of 13
categories, Beverley won just about every award possible last year. The
SEC newcomer and freshman of the year was second-team All-SEC, a
first-team freshman All-American by CollegeInsider.com, a second-
team freshman All-American by Basketball Times, a third-team
freshman All-American by Rivals and CollegeHoops.net, second-team
All-District 9 by the National Association of Basketball Coaches, second-
team All-District VII by the United States Basketball Writers Association,
a three-time SEC Freshman of the Week and named to the Old Spice
Classic all-tournament team.

He was 16th in the SEC in scoring (13.9), tied for 29th in rebounding
(4.5), 15th in assists (3.14), sixth in steals (1.74), third in free-throw
percentage (.812), eighth in three-point percentage (.386), 11th in
assist-to-turnover ratio (1.57), 12th in three-point goals per game (2.09)
and fourth in minutes played (34.37).

He led the team in scoring, steals, free-throw shooting, three-point
shooting, three-point goals per game and minutes played, and was second
in assists and assist-to-turnover ratio. He led the team in scoring 14
times, in assists 10 times and in double-figure scoring games with 24.

In SEC play, he averaged 14.6 points, 4.3 rebounds, 3.0 assists and
1.4 steals while shooting 40.6 percent on threes and 85.3 percent at the
line. He was 13th in the league in scoring, 15th in assists, 11th in steals,
fourth in three-point percentage and second in free-throw percentage.
He was also seventh in threes per game (2.4), second in minutes played
(36.56) and 13th in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.33) to rank among league
leaders in eight of 13 areas.

Beverley averaged 14.7 points, 4.3 rebounds and 3.3 assists in 16
games at home; 15.0 points 4.6 rebounds and 3.2 assists in 10 road
games; 15.1 points, 5.6 rebounds and 3.4 rebounds in seven games
against ranked teams; and 15.2 points, 4.7 rebounds and 3.0 assists in
11 games against NCAA Tournament teams.

In his debut against Southeast Missouri State (11/10) in the season-
opener, he scored 29 points in 28 minutes. He was 11-of-13 from the
floor, including 6-of-7 on threes. He added five rebounds, four assists
and four steals. His point total ties for the fourth-best by a freshman in
school history. It was also the most for a Hog in a season-opener since
All-American Sidney Moncrief had 30 against Oklahoma to start his
senior season in 1979.

For his effort, Beverley earned the SEC Freshman of the Week
honor, the first one ever awarded, and was named the Diaper Dandy of
the Week by Dick Vitale.

In the win over Southern Illinois (11/23) in the Old Spice Classic, he
was 4-of-6 from the floor, finishing with 12 points, five rebounds and
four steals. In the semifinal win over Marist (11/24), he had a team-
high 15 points, five assists and four steals along with four rebounds and
two blocked shots. He helped UA win the title and was named to the all-
tournament team with seven points, six rebounds and five assists in the
championship game victory over West Virginia (11/26). He also earned
SEC Freshman of the Week honors for the second time in three weeks.

In the loss at Missouri (11/30), he tied for the team lead with 15
points and had a team-high four assists. He also had five rebounds.

He was 7-of-9 shooting and scored a game-high 19 points with three
steals against Oakland (12/14). At Texas (12/20), he had 19 points,
eight rebounds and seven assists in 40 minutes.

Against Oral Roberts (12/22), he had game highs of 25 points and
four steals while also adding four rebounds, four assists and two blocked
shots. He was 5-of-9 from the floor and 13-of-15 at the line. He had 13
points, four rebounds and two steals against Louisiana Tech (12/30). In
the win over Tulsa (1/2), he had 11 points, five rebounds, five assists,
five steals and a blocked shot.

In the win over No. 8 Alabama (1/6), he tied for game-high scoring
honors with 18 points, and added five rebounds and four assists. He had
15 points, five rebounds and five assists in the loss at Ole Miss (1/13).

In the win at No. 12 Alabama (1/27), he was 5-of-10 shooting,
including 2-of-2 on threes, and 7-of-8 at the line, finishing with 19
points, five rebounds and two assists in 39 minutes. He made 5-of-6 free
throws in the final 2:24.

In the loss to No. 24 Kentucky (2/3), he scored a game-high 25
points on 8-of-14 shooting, including 5-of-8 on threes, and added four
rebounds and three assists. Beverley was solid in the win over Auburn (2/
7), making 5-of-9 shots and finishing with 13 points, five rebounds,
four assists and three steals in 40 minutes.
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At LSU (2/10), he was only 5-of-13 shooting, including 1-of-6 on
threes, but led the team with 17 points while adding three assists and
two steals.

Beverley made 7-of-13 shots, including 6-of-11 threes, and had game
highs of 24 points and four steals along with five rebounds and five
assists in the home win over Ole Miss (2/17). He had nine points and
three rebounds in the previous game at Mississippi State (2/14) to earn
SEC Freshman of the Week honors for the third time.

At Auburn (2/21), he made just 6-of-16 shots, but led the team with
16 points. His missed his first nine shots, but hit two big threes late in
the win over Mississippi State (2/28). He finished with 10 points and
five rebounds.

Beverley recorded the first double-double of his career in the win at
No. 19 Vanderbilt (3/3). He was 10-of-11 at the line, finishing with 20
points, a game-high 10 rebounds, a game-high tying four assists and two
steals. In the SEC Tournament quarterfinals against Vanderbilt (3/9), he
was just 5-of-14 shooting, but had 18 points, three rebounds and three
assists with no turnovers.

In the NCAA Tournament against Southern California (3/16), he led
the team with 15 points, but was just 4-of-13 from the floor while going
7-of-8 at the line.

In High School:
As a senior at Chicago Marshall High, he led the state in scoring with

37.3 points while also adding 8.0 steals, 6.0 assists and 6.0 rebounds for
Coach Lamont Bryant. He led his team to a third-place finish in Class
AA with a 35-3 record.

Beverley scored 40 or more points nine times and 30 or more 18
times, and made nine threes in a career-high 48-point outing. He shot
56 percent from the field, 44.8 percent from three-point range and
91.2 percent from the line. Ranked the No. 59 prospect in the nation
and the No. 14 shooting guard by Scout.com, and the No. 64 player in
the nation by Rivals.com, he was third in voting for Mr. Basketball in
the state of Illinois. He earned all-state and all-city honors, was named
co-player of the year and set a record for the most points scored in a
season.

Selected to play in the Roundball Classic, a national all-star game
played in the United Center at Chicago on April 8, 2006, he had 13
points, six assists and three steals in helping the West to a 118-102
victory over the East.

As a junior, he averaged 26 points on a 28-2 squad.
He signed with Arkansas after also considering Michigan, St. John’s,

Virginia, Wake Forest, Indiana, DePaul, Florida State, Georgetown, Seton
Hall, Arizona State, Purdue and Missouri, among others.

Beverley’s scoring average as a senior (37.3) was the highest for an
incoming freshman at Arkansas since 1987 when Cannon Whitby
averaged 40 points as a senior at Obion County (Tenn.)

With the switch from a half-court style to more full-court, the

Razorbacks need additional ball-handlers and Britt could factor into the
rotation at point guard. He also gives head coach John Pelphrey another
outside shooting threat. Playing in one exhibition game in Cancun over
Labor Day weekend, he had five points, two assists and a steal.

Britt had 15 points and made 5-of-7 shots, including 5-of-6 threes,
in the Red-White Game (10/26). He had four assists with no turnovers
in the exhibition game against West Florida (11/2). He scored the first
points of his career on a driving jumper in the lane against Delaware
State (11/24).

In the win over Oral Roberts (12/1), he played 15 minutes and had a
steal. He had two points, two rebounds, two assists and two steals with
no turnovers in 15 minutes against Missouri State (12/3). He made his
first start against UTSA (12/12). Against Northwestern State (12/19),
he made the first three of his career, and had four points and an assist.

He played 17 minutes against Appalachian State (12/22), and had
five steals, two points, two rebounds and two assists with no turnovers.

He missed the Louisiana-Monroe game (12/29) with a sprained ankle.
He returned for the next game against Baylor (1/5) and had five points,
going 3-of-3 at the line. He had two points and an assist with no
turnovers in 12 minutes against LSU (2/20).

In High School:
At Forrest City High School, he averaged 18 points, five assists and

four rebounds as a senior for head coach Dwight Lofton. A three-time
all-state selection, he was first-team All-Arkansas, all-state, all-
conference and named to the Class 6A all-tournament team as a senior.
Named the state’s sophomore of the year by the Arkansas Democrat-
Gazette, he averaged 18.5 points as a junior.

As a senior, he led the Mustangs to a 26-3 finish, the Class 6A East

into the guard rotation. He gives the Razorbacks much needed depth in
the backcourt. He practiced with the team in August, but did not make
the trip to Cancun, Mexico, for the two exhibition games over Labor
Day weekend.

In UA’s Red-White Game on Oct. 26, he had eight points, three
rebounds and three assists with no turnovers in 32 minutes. He was 3-
of-4 shooting, including 2-of-2 on threes. In the exhibition game against
West Florida (11/2), he had five points in six minutes. He was 2-of-2
shooting, including a three, and added two rebounds.

In the win over Missouri (11/28), he played the last few seconds of
the first half as a defensive replacement. He saw first-half action in the
win over Louisiana-Monroe (12/29) and had one assist in four total
minutes.

2007-08:
A key in head coach John Pelphrey’s new system at Arkansas, Ervin

sat out the 2006 season after transferring from Mississippi State, but
started 29 of 35 games last year. His 169 assists are the most for a
Razorback since Kareem Reid had 181 in 1999. Ervin’s 4.83 assists
average is also Arkansas’ best since Reid averaged 5.32 in ’99. He
helped Arkansas distribute 521 assists on the season, which is the 10th-
best season total in school history.

In the opener against Wofford (11/9), he had 10 points, four rebounds
and three assists with no turnovers. Against the College of Charleston
in San Juan, his layup at the buzzer gave Arkansas a 33-25 halftime lead
at the half. Against VCU (11/18), he had 12 points and five rebounds,
and put the game away with five points in the final 46 seconds.

Coming off the bench for the second straight game, he had six assists
with no turnovers, six points and one steal against Delaware State (11/
24). Against Missouri (11/28), he made 5-of-8 shots, and had 12 points
and three assists with only one turnover in 28 minutes.

Ervin had team highs of 16 points, three assists and two steals in the
win over Oral Roberts (12/1). He made 7-of-12 shots. He tied for team
high scoring honors with 12 points against Missouri State (12/3), and
added three rebounds, a game-high four assists and three steals. Against
UTSA (12/12), he had a game-high 17 points, and added three rebounds
and two steals. At Oklahoma (12/15), Ervin had eight points, five
rebounds and two assists. Ervin had six points and a game-high tying
four assists with no turnovers at Baylor (1/5).

In the SEC opener at Auburn (1/10), he had nine points and five
assists. Against Alabama (1/13), he scored seven of his 12 points in
overtime as Arkansas rallied for the win. He made a three and converted
a three-point play to turn a 64-62 deficit into a 68-64 lead.

He had eight points, four assists and three steals at Georgia (1/19). At
LSU (1/26), he had 10 points, four rebounds and five assists. In the win
over No. 20 Florida (2/2), he had 15 points, three rebounds and six
assists. Against Ole Miss (2/9), he had eight points, two rebounds and
three assists. He had seven points, two rebounds and five assists with
just two turnovers against No. 4 Tennessee’s press (2/13).

Playing at Mississippi State for the last time (2/16), he had a team-
high 15 points along with four rebounds and one assist with no turnovers.
He was 6-of-11 from the floor. Against LSU (2/20), he had 17 points,
six rebounds, two assists and a steal. In the win over No. 14 Vanderbilt
(3/1), he was 5-of-8 shooting, finishing with 13 points, four rebounds
and seven assists with just one turnover.

Ervin had 14 points, three rebounds and five assists at Ole Miss (3/
4), going 5-of-10 from the field and 4-of-4 at the line. In the SEC
Tournament against No. 18 Vanderbilt (3/14), he tied for team-high
scoring honors with 18 points. He was 5-of-7 from the floor and 7-of-
7 at the line. In the SEC Tournament against No. 4 Tennessee (3/15),
he had nine points and a game-high seven assists. In the championship
game against Georgia (3/16), he had nine points, four assists and two
steals.

2006-07
He was No. 8 on the CollegeHoops.net list of “Impact Transfers,”

and didn’t disappoint after finishing fifth in the SEC in assists (4.83),
ninth in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.69) and 15th in minutes played
(31.89). He also averaged 9.9 points and 3.6 rebounds while shooting
46.2 percent from the field (117-253) and finishing second on the
team in three-point percentage (.370, 34-92).

In SEC play, he was third on the team with 10.8 points per game
while adding 3.5 rebounds and 5.5 assists, which ranked second in the
league.

He led the team in scoring six times and in assists 24 times, and was
in double-figures scoring 15 times.

In six games in March, he averaged 11.8 points, 4.2 rebounds and 3.0
assists. In 16 games at home, he averaged 10.4 points, 3.1 rebounds and
5.6 assists while shooting 51.9 percent from the floor and 75 percent at
the line. In seven games against ranked teams, he averaged 10.7 points,
4.0 rebounds and 6.6 assists, and shot 81.8 percent at the line.



Ervin earned SEC Player of the Week honors twice during the season,
becoming the first multi-week winner for Arkansas since Jannero Pargo
earned the honor twice in 2002. Ervin won his awards on Jan. 8 and
March 5. The first time, he had 18 points and 11 assists against No. 8
Alabama for his first double-double at Arkansas. He also had six rebounds
and three steals while making 7-of-8 shots. In the previous game, he
had 14 points, six assists and two steals with no turnovers against Tulsa
for weekly averages of 16.0 points, 8.5 assists, 3.5 rebounds and 2.5
steals with just one turnover in 68 minutes. He was 12-of-17 shooting
(.706) and 6-of-7 at the line (.857).

His second honor came after setting career scoring highs in
consecutive games. Against Mississippi State, he had 20 points, made 6-
of-12 shots, was 6-of-7 at the line, had a game-high seven assists and
added six rebounds. In the win at No. 19 Vanderbilt, he had a game-high
21 points on 6-of-10 shooting, five rebounds and a game-high tying
four assists. His weekly averages were 20.5 points, 5.5 rebounds, 5.5
assists and 1.0 steal while shooting 54.5 percent from the floor (12-22)
and 86.7 percent at the line (13-15).

In the season-opener against Southeast Missouri (11/10), his first
game in two years, he had eight points, two rebounds and five assists in
19 minutes. Against Stephen F. Austin (11/18), he made 4-of-6 shots,
and had 12 points and five assists.

Against the tough defense of Southern Illinois (11/23) in the Old
Spice Classic, he had seven turnovers, but he also had 12 points on 4-of-
7 shooting, a game-high nine rebounds and five assists. In the semifinal
win over Marist (11/24), he had 13 points, five rebounds and three
assists. In the championship game victory over West Virginia (11/26),
he had eight points, four rebounds and seven assists.

He came off the bench against UMKC (12/2) and had good numbers
with 12 points, eight rebounds and five assists. In the win over Oakland
(12/14), he had nine points, eight assists and three steals with only one
turnover.

At No. 2 Florida (1/9), he had 11 points, five rebounds, nine assists
and a steal with just one turnover in 39 minutes.

He had six assists at Ole Miss (1/13), along with eight points, four
rebounds and four steals, but turned the ball over seven times. He was 4-
of-7 shooting, finishing with 13 points, five rebounds and three assists
against Georgia (1/17).

In the win over No. 16 LSU (1/20), he came off the bench but had 11
points, four rebounds, seven assists and three steals. In the win at No.
12 Alabama (1/27), Ervin had eight points, six rebounds and six assists
in 40 minutes. In the win over Auburn (2/7), he missed both shot
attempts in the first half, but was 7-of-11 in the second half, finishing
with 18 points. He had another big second half in the next game at LSU
(2/10). After going scoreless with no shot attempts in the first half, he
was 6-of-8 in the second, finishing with 16 points, five rebounds and
three assists.

Ervin came off the bench in the win over Ole Miss (2/17), and had a
game-high eight assists with three turnovers along with seven points.

In the SEC Tournament opener against South Carolina (3/8), he was
7-of-9 shooting, finishing with a game-high tying 16 points along with
five assists and two rebounds with no turnovers. In the quarterfinals
against Vanderbilt (3/9), his driving jumper in the lane with 11 seconds
left was the game-winner. He finished with six points, six rebounds and
three assists. In the semifinals against Mississippi State (3/10), he was
7-of-13 shooting, and finished with 15 points, four rebounds and two
assists.

In the NCAA Tournament against Southern California (3/16), he had
just seven points on 3-of-12 shooting, but led the team with seven
rebounds.

2005-06:
Ervin sat out the 2006 season after transferring from Mississippi

State. In his only game action of the year, he had four points and a
game-high 10 assists in UA’s Red-White Game.

At Mississippi State:
As a sophomore in 2005, he started 33 of 34 games with averages of

7.4 points, 2.4 rebounds, 4.7 assists and 1.1 steals. He was third in the
Southeastern Conference in assists and seventh in assist-to-turnover
ratio (1.58:1). He shot 38.3 percent from the floor (88-230), 23.3
percent on three-pointers (10-43) and 69.5 percent at the line (66-
95).

He had 14 assists against Florida A&M and 10 against Jacksonville
State, becoming the first Bulldog to record 10 or more in consecutive
games since Chuck Evans in 1993. He also recorded a pair of double-

doubles with 11 points and 10 assists against JSU, and 15 points and 11
assists against Ole Miss.

Prior to the season, he was named the SEC’s best penetrator by
Street & Smith’s, the SEC’s player on the rise by The Sporting News
and one of the top 10 breakout players in the nation by FOXSports.com.

He helped MSU go 23-11 and reach the second round of the NCAA
Tournament.

As a freshman, he averaged 5.4 points, 2.5 assists, 1.1 rebounds and
1.0 steal while coming off the bench in 30 contests. An SEC All-
Freshman pick, he helped MSU go 26-4, win the SEC regular season
title and reach the second round of the NCAA Tournament.

He shot 43.0 percent from the floor (55-128), 32.1 percent on
threes (9-28) and 65.7 percent at the line (44-67).

In High School:
He prepped at Robeson High in Brooklyn but went to Notre Dame

Prep in 2003 where he helped Bill Barton’s team go 30-9 with a national
top eight finish and a pair of tournament titles – the Maine Central
Institute Classic and the War on the Shore Tournament. Ervin averaged
17.0 points and 7.0 assists for the year, but was named the MVP of the
MCI Classic after averaging 23.5 points. His team’s MVP and a co-
captain, he had highs of 41 points and 16 assists, and was a finalist for
the McDonald’s All-American Game. He had 12 points, six assists, five
rebounds and two steals while starting alongside LeBron James in the
Jordan Capital Classic in Washington D.C.

At Robeson, he led Larry Major’s team to the finals of the Public
Schools Athletic League ‘A’ boys basketball championship as both a
junior and senior. His teams were 27-2 in 2001 and 29-4 in 2002. He
averaged 30.0 points and 10.0 assists as a senior in earning Newsday
All-City Player of the Year honors. He had a high of 56 points against
Canarsie High, including 30 points in the final 4:46. He scored a game-
high 22 points for the New York all-stars in the 2002 Wendy’s All-Star
Shootout at Chicago and was MVP (19 points, seven assists) of the
2002 Wheelchair Basketball Classic at Long Island University. As a
junior, he averaged 16.0 points and 9.0 assists in earning all-city honors
from Newsday. He played AAU for Riverside Church, earning several
all-tournament and MVP awards and helping his team win titles at the
Rumble in the Bronx, Sabes Foundation Invitational and CYP
Tournament during the summer of 2002.

2007 SEC Defensive Player of the Year

2007-08:
Hill was named pre-season second-team All-SEC by both the league’s

coaches and the media.
He entered his final season 11th on the SEC’s career blocked shots list

with 244. He is third on Arkansas’ chart. Hill has finished second in the
SEC in blocks each of his first three years. He will again patrol the
middle for the Hogs and should be heavily involved offensively.

In the opener against Wofford (11/9), he got in early foul trouble,
but still finished with a game-high nine rebounds along with four points
and two blocked shots. In San Juan against the College of Charleston
(11/15), he had nine points on 4-of-6 shooting and six rebounds.

Against Delaware State (11/24), he had eight points on 3-of-3 shooting
from the floor and 2-of-2 at the line, three blocked shots, three steals
and two assists. In the win over Missouri State (12/3), he had six points,
four rebounds, two blocked shots and two steals. He was 3-of-3 shooting
and had six points and three blocked shots against UTSA (12/12).

Against Northwestern State (12/19), Hill had two points, five rebounds
and four blocked shots. Hill had eight points, five rebounds and two
blocked shots against Louisiana-Monroe (12/29). He was 3-of-4 from
the field and 2-of-3 at the line.

In the SEC opener at Auburn (1/10), he had six points, going 2-of-3
from the floor and 2-of-2 at the line. Against South Carolina (1/16), he
was 6-of-9 from the floor, finishing with 15 points and four rebounds.

At Georgia (1/19), he was 4-of-6 shooting, finishing with nine points,
two rebounds and three blocked shots. He had four points, five rebounds
and five blocked shots at LSU (1/26). Hill had nine points, six rebounds
and two blocked shots in the win over No. 25 Mississippi State (1/30).
He was 3-of-3 from the floor and 3-of-4 at the line. Hill had five
points, four rebounds and two blocked shots in the win over No. 20
Florida (2/2).

At Mississippi State (2/16) squaring off against the nation’s top
shot-blocker in Jarvis Varnado, Hill had six points, four rebounds and a
game-high five blocked shots. He had three points, three rebounds and
four blocked shots at Alabama (2/27). The four rejections gave him 301
for his career, making Hill one of just four players in SEC history to
record 300 career blocked shots.

Hill had two points, four rebounds and two blocked shots in 13
minutes in the SEC Tournament against No. 18 Vanderbilt (3/14). In
the SEC Tournament against No. 4 Tennessee (3/15), he had just two
points and four rebounds, but his turnaround jumper with 5.3 seconds
left was the game-winner.

2006-07:
Hill earned SEC Defensive Player of the Year honors after improving

his sophomore averages of 3.0 points and 3.5 rebounds to 6.2 points
and 4.4 rebounds, finishing second in the SEC in blocked shots (2.8),
shooting 64.1 percent from the field (93-145) and adding 1.1 steals per
game. He was better in SEC play, averaging 7.0 points, 5.1 rebounds and
leading the league with 3.13 blocked shots while shooting 66.2 percent
(47-71).

His 93 shots made and 218 points scored doubled his career totals
entering the season (73 and 67, respectively).

He recorded 99 rejections as a junior after making 91 blocks as a
sophomore, becoming the first Hog to get 90 or more in more than one
season. His .641 field goal percentage was the best for a Razorback
(with 100 or more attempts) since Oliver Miller led the nation with a
.704 mark in 1991 (254-361).

In 16 home games, he averaged 7.9 points, 4.4 rebounds and 3.2
blocks while shooting 71.3 percent from the field (57-80). In seven
games against ranked teams, he averaged 8.0 points, 5.6 rebounds and
2.6 blocks while shooting 61.9 percent.

In the season-opener against Southeast Missouri (11/10), he blocked
seven shots and added four points and three rebounds. He had seven
blocked shots in the second game against Stephen F. Austin (11/18)
along with a then-career high 12 points on 6-of-7 shooting.

In the Old Spice Classic championship game win over West Virginia
(11/26), he had eight points on 4-of-4 shooting, four rebounds and two
blocked shots.

In the win over Central Michigan (12/5), he had 10 points, four
rebounds and two blocked shots. He was 3-of-4 from the floor and 4-of-
6 at the line. In the next game against Oakland (12/14), he was 5-of-5
from the field and had 11 points with two steals. The back-to-back
double-figure scoring games were the first of his career.

He led the team with six rebounds against Louisiana Tech (12/30)
while scoring seven points on 3-of-4 shooting. He was solid against
Tulsa (1/2), finishing with eight points, five rebounds, four blocked
shots and three steals.

He had four points, five rebounds and four blocked shots in the win
over No. 8 Alabama (1/6). In the loss at No. 2 Florida (1/9), Hill had
five points on 2-of-2 shooting, two rebounds and three blocked shots.
Hill was solid at Ole Miss (1/13) with eight points on 4-of-4 shooting,
three blocked shots and a team-high six rebounds.

Against Georgia (1/17), he was 6-of-6 shooting, to improve to 12-
of-12 over his previous three games, and finished with a then-career
high 15 points, seven rebounds and four blocked shots. In the win over
No. 16 LSU (1/20), he set a career scoring high for a second straight
game with 16 points. He made 8-of-10 shots, and added seven rebounds,
three assists, three blocked shots and two steals.

Hill had game highs of 16 rebounds and four blocked shots, and a
team-high two steals to go with eight points in the win at No. 12
Alabama (1/27).

Against No. 24 Kentucky (2/3), he had 13 points on 6-of-9 shooting
and a game-high four steals. Hill was solid in the win over Auburn (2/7),
going 4-of-4 from the floor and finishing with eight points, nine rebounds
and three blocked shots.

Hill injured a hamstring at the end of the Auburn game and played at
LSU (2/10), but was not 100 percent. He played 24 minutes off the
bench, and had two points, two rebounds and four blocked shots.

At Mississippi State (2/14), he was 1-of-3 from the floor but 4-of-5
at the line, finishing with six points, and game highs of eight rebounds
and five blocked shots. In the win over Ole Miss (2/17), he tied for team
rebounding honors with seven, and had four points and three blocked
shots.

In the SEC Tournament opener against South Carolina (3/8), he
made 3-of-5 shots and was 2-of-2 at the line for eight points, and had
a team-high 10 rebounds. In the semifinal against Mississippi State (3/
10), he had six points, six rebounds and five blocked shots.

Hill had six points, four rebounds and two blocked shots against
Southern California (3/16) in the NCAA Tournament.

2005-06:
Hill averaged 3.0 points, 3.5 rebounds and 2.8 blocked shots for the

year. He finished second in the SEC in blocked shots for the second
straight year. He shot 47.3 percent from the floor (44-93) and 47.4
percent (9-19) at the line. All of his numbers were better in the SEC -
3.4 points, 3.6 rebounds, 2.9 blocked shots, a .511 field goal percentage
and a.571 free throw percentage.

A member of the SEC’s Academic Honor Roll, his total of 91 blocked
shots was then the second-best single-season total in school history. His
total set a new school record for sophomores, topping the previous
mark of 85 set by Oliver Miller in 1991. Miller holds the school season
record with 112 in 1992.

In 15 games against post-season tournament teams, he averaged 3.5
points, 3.7 rebounds and 2.9 blocked shots. He averaged 4.3 points, 3.3
rebounds and 3.3 blocks in January while shooting .567 from the floor
(17-30).

Hill had several big games defensively. He had eight points, three
rebounds and one blocked shot while holding No. 3 Connecticut’s (11/
21) Josh Boone to 2-of-4 shooting; 10 points, six rebounds, two blocked
shots, one assist and one steal while limiting Mississippi State’s (1/7)
Wesley Morgan to 1-of-2 shooting; four points, three boards and six
rejections while holding LSU’s (1/11) Glen Davis to 5-of-19 shooting;
four points, six rebounds and three blocks while holding Vanderbilt’s (1/
14) Ted Skuchas to 0-of-2 shooting; six points, six rebounds and seven



blocks while limiting Alabama’s (1/18) Jermareo Davidson to 6-of-18
shooting; and six points, two rebounds and five blocks while holding Ole
Miss’ (1/25) Dwayne Curtis to 4-of-12 shooting. In the NCAA
Tournament against Bucknell, he held 6-11 center Chris McNaughton
to six points and four rebounds on 2-of-6 shooting while forcing four
turnovers. McNaughton entered the game averaging 12.9 points and
4.6 rebounds. Hill had six points, four boards and four blocks.

Hill got in foul trouble in the opener against Portland State (11/18),
but was 3-of-6 from the floor, finishing with six points and four rebounds.

In the win over Kansas (11/22) in the Maui Invitational, he had two
points, four rebounds and two blocked shots, including a rejection of a
three-point attempt with one second left.

Against Southern Mississippi (11/30), he had four points on 2-of-2
shooting, four rebounds, four blocked shots and three steals.

In the win over Texas State (12/6), he tied the school record and set
a Bud Walton Arena record with 10 blocked shots. He just missed his
first double-double by finishing with nine rebounds. He was also 3-of-4
from the floor for six points.

In the next game against Missouri State (12/15), he had six blocked
shots along with three points and four rebounds. Hill had eight blocked
shots, four rebounds, two steals and two points against Texas-Pan
American (12/30), giving him 23 blocked shots in his three previous
games in Bud Walton Arena.

Against Alabama (2/21), he had five points, three rebounds, three
blocked shots and two assists. He altered an Alabama shot in the lane in
the final seconds, helping Arkansas hold on for the win.

In the SEC Tournament against No. 16 Florida (3/10), his two blocked
shots gave him the UA sophomore record, topping Oliver Miller’s total
of 85 in 1990.

2004-05:
He started 18 of 30 games as a true freshman and finished second in

the SEC with 1.8 blocked shots per game while adding 2.3 points and
2.3 rebounds. He made 50.9 percent of his shots (29-57). In conference
play, his percentage improved to 57.1 (8-14), but he averaged just 1.4
points, 1.3 rebounds and 1.0 blocked shot. He started five SEC games.
Over the last 20 games, his shooting percentage was .583 (14-24) and
his free throw percentage was .571 (8-14).

Hill’s 54 blocked shots are the second-most ever for an Arkansas
freshman. Oliver Miller had 60 in 1989. Hill’s total and average were
the most for a Razorback since Nick Davis in 1998 (80, 2.42).

He led the team in rebounding twice (6 vs. Eastern Michigan 11/22 &
5 vs. Tulsa 11/30).

He had four blocked shots in each of his first two games - Winthrop
(11/19) and Troy (11/21) - and two against Eastern Michigan (11/22)
in the Paradise Jam championship game to tie the tournament record of
10 set by Dimari Thompkins of Virginia Tech in 2002. He also led the
team with six rebounds against EMU while adding two points, helping
UA win the tournament title.

In the win over Tulsa (11/30), he had nine points, five rebounds, four
blocked shots and two steals. Against No. 3 Illinois (12/4), he scored
just one point but had four rebounds and six blocked shots. In the win at
Missouri (12/7), he blocked four shots, and also had two points and two
rebounds. Against Prairie View (12/18), he had 10 points, six rebounds
and five blocked shots.

Against Hartford (12/23), he had six points, six rebounds, four steals
and a blocked shot. He had five blocked shots against Alabama (1/11).
Hill was 2-of-2 from the floor and the line for six points along with two
rebounds and a steal in the win over Georgia (2/9).

In High School:
A Nike All-American after being rated one of the top 20 players at

the Nike Camp, he was rated the No. 7 center in the nation and the No.
33 overall prospect by TheInsidersHoops.com. A two-time all-state
selection, he averaged 20.0 points, 10.0 rebounds and 6.0 blocked shots
as a senior. Listed as the best high school shot blocker in the country by
Bob Gibbons’ All-Star Sports, he broke the blocked shot record at the
USA Basketball Sports Festival at Colorado Springs, Colo., during the
summer of 2003 competing against 50 of the top players in the nation.

Hunter started in the win over No. 14 Vanderbilt (3/1), contributing
four points and six rebounds.

He saw action in 32 games with seven starts, averaging 10.6 minutes

an outing. He averaged 2.8 points and 1.7 rebounds while shooting 40
percent from the floor (28-70), 33 percent on threes (12-36) and 71
percent at the line (22-31). He tied for third on the team with 15
blocked shots and was eighth with 14 offensive rebounds. Six of his
game appearances were for one minute or less.

10 points and four rebounds. In the win over Texas-Pan American (12/
30), he was 4-of-6 from the floor, finishing with nine points.

Against Western Illinois (1/1), he was 3-of-4 from the field, finishing
with eight points, two rebounds and a blocked shot.

He missed the game at Mississippi State (1/7) with an ankle injury.
He played three minutes against Vanderbilt (1/14) before leaving the
game with an ankle injury.

(269-357), 835 points and 433 rebounds. He needs 165 points to become
the 31st member of Arkansas’ 1,000-point club, 176 rebounds to move
into the all-time top 10 with 609 and 57 free throws to crack that top
10 with 326. In the two exhibition games in Cancun over Labor Day
weekend, he averaged 15.5 points and 11.0 rebounds while shooting 72
percent from the field.

In the opener against Wofford (11/9), he had eight points and six
rebounds. He had a game-high four assists against the College of
Charleston in San Juan (11/15).

Thomas reached double figures scoring for the first time against
Delaware State (11/24), going 6-of-6 shooting for 15 points.

In the win over Missouri (11/28), he made 8-of-13 shots, and led the
team with 21 points and eight rebounds. His two free throws with 26
seconds left gave Arkansas a 92-89 lead. He had 10 points and seven
rebounds in the win over UTSA (12/12). He had 11 points and six
rebounds in the win over Northwestern State (12/19).

He had team highs of 15 points, on  6-of-10 shooting, and six
rebounds against Appalachian State (12/22), and moved into Arkansas’
all-time top 15 with 489 career rebounds. Thomas had 12 points and

five rebounds against Louisiana-Monroe (12/29). He was 8-of-8 at the
line, moving into Arkansas’ all-time top 15 for career free throws made
with 301.

In the win over Baylor (1/5), he had 17 points and a game-high 10
rebounds for his first double-double of the season. He has 7-of-8 at the
line and added two assists, a blocked shot and a steal.

In the SEC opener at Auburn (1/10), Thomas had 14 points, four
rebounds and two assists with no turnovers. He was 6-of-7 from the
floor and 2-of-2 at the line. Against Alabama (1/13), he recorded the
eighth double-double of his career and his second in three games with 13
points and 10 rebounds. His point total put him over 1,000 points for
his career, making him just the 32nd Razorback to reach that total.

Against South Carolina (1/16), he had 11 points and five rebounds,
going 4-of-8 from the floor and 3-of-3 at the line. At Georgia (1/19),
he was 6-of-11 shooting and had 11 points with four rebounds.

Thomas was suspended for the Mississippi State game (1/30) for a
violation of team rules. He returned for the game against No. 20 Florida
(2/2), and had eight points, four rebounds and four assists.

By going 4-of-4 at the line at No. 4 Tennessee (2/13), he moved into
10th on Arkansas’ all-time list with 327 career free throws made. Against
Auburn (3/8), he had 10 points on 4-of-8 shooting with two assists.

In the SEC Tournament against No. 18 Vanderbilt (3/14), he was 5-
of-10 from the field and 3-of-4 at the line for 13 points. He also had six
rebounds. In the SEC Tournament against No. 4 Tennessee (3/15), he
was 8-of-13 shooting and 7-of-7 at the line, finishing with team-high
honors and a double-double of 24 points and 10 rebounds. He also had
two assists, two steals and a blocked shot. He earned SEC All-Tournament
honors after finishing with 12 points and four rebounds against Georgia
(3/16) in the championship game.

2006-07:
Thomas led the team in rebounding and was 14th in the SEC with 5.7

per game, was third on the team in scoring (10.7), and second on the
team and sixth in the SEC in free-throw shooting (.775).

He averaged 10.1 points and a team-best 6.2 rebounds while making
79.4 percent of his free throws (54-68) in 16 home games. In 10 road
games, he was second on the club in scoring with 11.2 points. He also
averaged 11.2 points and a team-best 5.9 rebounds in nine road games.
In 10 games against NCAA Tournament teams, he averaged 10.4 points
and 5.0 rebounds while making 50 percent of his shots (35-70).

Thomas averaged 10.2 points and 4.0 rebounds in November, 15.0
points and 6.6 rebounds in December, 10.4 points and 5.3 boards in
January, 10.0 points and 6.3 rebounds in February, and 7.5 points and
6.5 rebounds in March.

He led the team in scoring eight times, in rebounding 13 times and in
assists twice. He was in double figures scoring 20 times and in rebounding
four times. He had 18 rebounds in the SEC Tournament semifinal win
over Mississippi State, which is the most for a Razorback in 10 years
and the second-most since 1979.

Against Southern Illinois in the Old Spice Classic (11/23) he was 6-
of-10, finishing with a team-high 16 points. In the title game victory
over West Virginia (11/26), he had 13 points, six rebounds and two
assists.

In the loss at Missouri (11/30), he tied for team-high scoring (15)
and rebounding (six) honors. Against UMKC (12/2), he had 16 points
and eight rebounds. He was 5-of-8 from the field and 6-of-6 at the line.
In the win over Central Michigan (12/5), he led the team with 14 points
and six rebounds.

Against Texas Tech (12/16), he scored 19 of his game-high 21 points
in the second half. He was 5-of-10 shooting and 11-of-13 at the line.
He was strong again in the next game at Texas (12/20), recording a
double-double with 19 points and 10 rebounds. He was 9-of-18 shooting
and had seven offensive boards.

Thomas just missed a second straight double-double in the win over
Oral Roberts (12/22), finishing with 12 points and nine rebounds. He
had a team-high 16 points against Louisiana Tech (12/30), including
going 10-of-10 at the line. Against Tulsa, he had 13 points and a team-
high six rebounds, and was 6-of-7 at the line.

In the win over No. 8 Alabama (1/6), he had a double-double of 12
points and 11 rebounds with four assists. Thomas got in early foul
trouble at No. 2 Florida (1/9) and eventually fouled out, but he had six
rebounds, four points and a blocked shot.

Thomas made 10-of-17 shots and scored a game-high 23 points with
three assists at Ole Miss (1/13). In the win over No. 16 LSU (1/20), he
had a double-double of 11 points and a game-high 10 rebounds.

He suffered a strained right shoulder at the end of the game at Alabama
(1/27) and missed the Kentucky game (2/3). He returned for the Auburn



game (2/7) and started, finishing with 10 points, seven rebounds and
two assists. Thomas had 11 points on 4-of-8 shooting and six rebounds
at LSU (2/10).

Thomas made 6-of-12 shots at Mississippi State (12/14), finishing
with a team-high 14 points and six rebounds. In the win over Ole Miss
(2/17), he shot 50 percent again, going 5-of-10 and finishing with 12
points, six rebounds, an assist and one blocked shot. He had just five
points in the win over Mississippi State (2/28), but had a game-high
eight rebounds along with two assists.

He missed all six shot attempts in the SEC Tournament opener against
South Carolina (3/8), but was 4-of-6 at the line and had nine rebounds.
In the quarterfinals against Vanderbilt (3/9), he made 3-of-4 shots and
4-of-5 free throws, finishing with 11 points and a game-high tying nine
rebounds. In the semifinal against Mississippi State (3/10), he had a
game-high tying 18 points, a game-high 18 rebounds and tied for the
team lead with three assists. Thomas injured his left ankle one minute
into the SEC Tournament championship game against Florida (3/11)
and did not return.

He played in the NCAA Tournament against Southern California (3/
16), but was not 100 percent. He came off the bench, finishing with 10
points on 3-of-4 from the field and at the line, but he had no rebounds
in 16 minutes.

2005-06:
Thomas started 21 times and finished third on the team in scoring

(9.7), second in rebounding (5.0), first in field goal percentage (.520 -
103-198) and third in free throw percentage (.723, 99-of-137). He was
also 6-of-12 on threes (.500).

In SEC play, he was third on the team in scoring (10.1), second on
the team and 17th in the SEC in rebounding (5.6), second in field goal
percentage (.533 - 56-105) and third in free throw percentage (.712 -
47-66).

He led the team in rebounding eight times and was in double figures
scoring 18 times. Thomas got better as the year went on, averaging 8.0
points and 5.1 rebounds with a .468 shooting percentage in January,
10.9 and 4.6 with a .605 percentage in February, and 12.0 and 7.0 with
a .512 percentage in March. He also averaged 9.9 points and a team-
best 7.8 rebounds on the road, 10.4 points against five ranked teams,
and 9.3 points and 4.7 rebounds with a .516 shooting percentage in 15
games against post-season tournament teams.

He got off to a great start with career highs of 20 points and seven
rebounds in the opener against Portland State (11/18). He was 7-of-12
from the floor, and added two assists and two steals.

Against No. 23 Maryland (11/23) in the Maui Invitational, he had 10
points, going 3-of-4 from the floor, and four rebounds and two steals.
Thomas had 12 points and a team-high tying seven rebounds while
going 4-of-4 from the floor against Radford (11/26). O v e r
five games, against Maryland (1), Radford (4), Southern Mississippi
(3), Missouri (3) and Texas State (1), Thomas made 12 consecutive
field goals. His streak ended against TSU when he made his first shot
and missed his second, finishing 1-of-2.

In the win over Missouri State (12/15), he had 17 points, going 9-of-
14 at the line, and a team-high eight rebounds along with two assists and
two steals. In the win over Vanderbilt (1/14), he was perfect from the
floor, going 5-of-5 while making 3-of-4 free throws and scoring 15
points. He also had four rebounds. At Alabama (1/18), he had 12 points,
eight rebounds and a blocked shot.

In the win at Auburn (1/21), Thomas had his first career double-
double with 12 points and 12 rebounds. He had seven offensive rebounds
and was 6-of-7 at the line. In the win over South Carolina (2/4), he had
13 points, three rebounds, two assists, a blocked shot and one steal. He
was 5-of-6 from the floor.

At LSU (2/8), he was 2-of-6 from the floor but 6-of-7 at the line,
finishing with 10 points and a team-high seven rebounds. He started
against Auburn (2/11) and made 5-of-7 shots, finishing with 13 points
and five rebounds. He was ill at Ole Miss (2/15), but had nine points and
five rebounds in 17 minutes.

In the win over No. 10 Florida (2/18), he had 10 points, three
rebounds, two assists and two steals. In the win over Alabama (2/21), he
had 10 points and three rebounds. He was 5-of-8 shooting.

In the win at No. 10 Tennessee (2/25), he was 4-of-8 from the floor
and 3-of-3 at the line, finishing with 11 points and six rebounds. Against
Mississippi State (3/1), he was 8-of-8 at the line, finishing with 12
points and five rebounds in 20 minutes. At Georgia (3/5), he had the
second double-double of his career with 15 points and a game-high 15
rebounds. He also had two assists with no turnovers in 27 minutes.

In the SEC Tournament against Georgia (3/9), he had 14 points on 6-
of-11 shooting, six rebounds and two assists. Against No. 16 Florida (3/
10), he was 7-of-13 shooting, including 2-of-3 on threes, finishing with
17 points, two rebounds, one assist and one steal.

In the NCAA Tournament against Bucknell (3/17), he was held to
two points but had a game-high seven rebounds.

2004-05:
He started 18 of 29 games and played 18 minutes per game with

averages of 5.5 points and 2.7 rebounds while shooting 41.3 percent
from the floor (52-126). His free throw percentage (.768, 53-69) led
the team, among the regulars with a minimum of 45 attempts, and he
earned the team’s free throw award.

Among the league’s freshmen, he was 17th in scoring, sixth in free
throw percentage among players with more than 50 attempts and 15th
in field goal percentage among players with more than 100 shots.

In non-conference play, he started 10 of 13 games, and averaged 8.5
points and 3.4 rebounds while shooting 48.6 percent from the floor
(36-74) and 78.3 percent at the line (36-46). In SEC play, he started
eight of 16 games and his averages dropped to 3.1 points and 2.1
rebounds with a .308 shooting percentage (16-52) while he still shot
well at the line (.739, 17-23).

He led the team in scoring once (16 vs. Tulsa 11/30), in rebounding
twice (5 vs. ULM, 2/31; 6 vs. Florida, 1/8) and was in double figures
scoring three times.

In the opener, he had eight points and three rebounds against Winthrop
(11/19). He was 6-of-7 at the line. In the Paradise Jam championship
game against Eastern Michigan (11/22), he had seven points and three
rebounds, helping UA win the team title.

He made his first start in the home opener against Gardner-Webb
(11/27), and had eight points and five rebounds. In his second start, the
next game against Tulsa (11/30), he had a team-high 16 points on 5-of-
8 shooting, was 6-of-8 at the line and added four rebounds and two
assists.

Against Tennessee State (12/16), he made 6-of-9 shots and scored 15
points in 18 minutes. He had 12 points against Prairie View (12/18).

Thomas missed the Jacksonville State game (12/29) for personal
reasons. He led the team with five rebounds and added six points on 3-
of-4 shooting against Louisiana-Monroe (12/31). In the loss at Florida
(1/8), he had eight points, going 6-of-6 at the line, and a team-high
matching six rebounds.

In High School:
Thomas earned Nike All-America honors after being chosen one of

the top 20 players at the Nike Camp. He was rated the No. 13 power
forward and the No. 45 overall prospect in the country by
TheInsidersHoops.com, and No. 15 and No. 56, respectively, by
Rivals.com. He earned first-team all-state honors after averaging 27.4
points, 12.0 rebounds, 4.0 assists and 2.0 steals as a senior.

2007-08:
A key part of Arkansas’ front line in helping the Razorbacks win 20-

plus games and earn NCAA Tournament bids each of the last two years,
Townes will again see extensive playing time down low and compete for
a starting spot. Townes enters his final season with 893 points and 451
rebounds. Already fourth on the school’s all-time blocked shot list
(156), he needs 107 points to become the 31st member of Arkansas’
1,000-point club and 158 rebounds to join the top 10 with 609. In the
two exhibition games in Cancun over Labor Day weekend, he averaged
15.0 points and 7.0 rebounds while shooting 52 percent from the field.

In the opener against Wofford (11/9), he scored all 14 of his points
in the first half on 6-of-7 shooting as Arkansas rallied from a 10-2
deficit to a 30-26 lead at the break. He also finished with five rebounds
and five blocked shots.

In San Juan against the College of Charleston (11/15), he had 11
points and six rebounds, and made 4-of-8 shots. He made 5-of-7 shots
against Providence (11/16), finishing with 11 points, seven rebounds
and two blocked shots. Against VCU (11/18), he made 5-of-10 shots,
finishing with 10 points, seven rebounds and two blocked shots.

Townes was 7-of-9 against Delaware State (11/24), finishing with a
team-high 18 points and a game-high seven rebounds. Against Missouri
(11/28), he had nine points, six rebounds and three blocked shots.

In the win over Oral Roberts (12/1), he made 6-of-10 shots, and
finished with 14 points, six rebounds and four blocked shots. At Oklahoma
(12/15), he made 6-of-10 shots, finishing with 13 points and seven
rebounds. Against Northwestern State (12/19), he made 7-of-13 shots,
and had 17 points, seven rebounds, two assists and a blocked shot.

He was 4-of-7 from the floor and 6-of-7 at the line for 14 points
against Appalachian State (12/22). Townes made 7-of-8 shots and was
3-of-3 at the line for a team-high tying 17 points against Louisiana-
Monroe (12/29) along with a game-high tying eight rebounds. He had
eight points, seven rebounds and a blocked shot in the win over Baylor
(1/5).

In the win over Alabama (1/13), Townes was 7-of-8 from the floor,
finishing with a game-high 18 points along with three rebounds, two
blocked shots and two steals. He had eight points, six rebounds and a
blocked shot at Georgia (1/19). In the win over No. 20 Florida (2/2), he
was 0-of-1 shooting in the first half, but 6-of-8 in the second half with
all 14 points.

In the win over Ole Miss (2/9), he had 14 points on 5-of-8 shooting,
five rebounds and a blocked shot. Townes had 12 points, five rebounds
and a blocked shot at No. 4 Tennessee (2/13). At Mississippi State (2/
16), he had 10 points and four rebounds.

Against LSU (2/20), he had 12 points on 6-of-6 shooting, seven
rebounds, a team-high tying four assists, one blocked shot and a steal in

18 minutes. At Alabama (2/27), he was 7-of-10 shooting, finishing with
a team-high tying 17 points along with six rebounds.

Townes made his first start of the season in the win over No. 14
Vanderbilt (3/1), going 5-of-9 from the floor with 13 points, two rebounds,
three assists and three steals. He was 9-of-13 from the floor at Ole Miss
(3/4), finishing with 18 points, three rebounds and two steals.

In the win over Auburn (3/8), he recorded his first double-double of
the season with 12 points on 6-of-7 shooting and 14 rebounds.

In the win over No. 18 Vanderbilt in the SEC Tournament (3/14), he
was 8-of-13 shooting, finishing with team-high tying totals of 18 points
and seven rebounds. In the SEC Tournament against No. 4 Tennessee
(3/15), he was 5-of-7 from the floor and 6-of-11 at the line for 16
points. He earned SEC All-Tournament honors after finishing with
team highs of 17 points, eight rebounds and three blocked shots in the
championship game against Georgia (3/16).

2006-07:
Townes played in all 35 games with five starts, and was fifth on the

team in scoring (8.1) and rebounding (4.3), and second in field goal
percentage (.536, 118-220) and blocked shots (1.6), which ranked 10th

in the SEC. In conference play, his averages improved to 8.9 points and
4.9 boards.

He was tough on the road, averaging 9.0 points and a team-best 5.5
rebounds while making 51.5 percent of his shots (35-68). In nine games
at neutral sites, he shot a team-best 58.8 percent from the field (30-51)
with averages of 7.4 points and 4.3 rebounds. Townes averaged 8.9
points and 5.6 rebounds with a .545 shooting percentage (42-77) in 11
games against NCAA Tournament teams, and 8.6 points and 4.7 rebounds
with a .529 shooting percentage (27-51) in seven games against ranked
teams.

He led the team in scoring four times and in rebounding nine times,
and scored in double figures 12 times.

In the win over Southern Illinois in the Old Spice Classic (11/23), he
was 5-of-6 shooting for 12 points. In the win over UMKC (12/2), he
had game highs of 19 points and eight rebounds.

Against Texas Tech (12/16), he was 5-of-8 shooting for 10 points
along with a game-high eight rebounds. At Texas (12/20), he had nine
points, six rebounds and two blocked shots. He sprained an ankle in the
Texas game and was limited to just four minutes against Oral Roberts
(12/22) after not expecting to play at all. He had 12 points, five
rebounds and three blocked shots against Louisiana Tech (12/30).

In the win over No. 8 Alabama (1/6), he had eight points and four
blocked shots. Townes was tough inside at No. 2 Florida (1/9), going 8-
of-13 from the floor, finishing with a double-double and game highs of
18 points and 10 rebounds.

At Ole Miss (1/13), he scored eight points on 3-of-5 shooting, and
had five rebounds, two assists and two blocked shots. In the win over
No. 16 LSU (1/20), he made 5-of-9 shots, and finished with 10 points,
four rebounds and two blocked shots in 19 minutes.

At South Carolina (1/24), he had a team-high 17 points on 6-of-13
shooting, and added six rebounds and two blocked shots. Against No. 24
Kentucky (2/3), he made 4-of-6 shots, and finished with nine points
and a game-high 10 rebounds.

In the win over Auburn (2/7), he made 5-of-7 shots to finish with 11
points. Townes had a big game off the bench in the win over Ole Miss
(2/17), hitting 6-of-10 shots, and finishing with 12 points, and tying
for team-high honors with seven rebounds and three blocked shots. He
also had two steals.

At Auburn (2/21), he made 5-of-7 shots, and had 13 points, a team-
high tying six rebounds and a blocked shot. He started against Tennessee
(2/24), and was just 5-of-11 shooting and had eight turnovers, but he
had 12 points and a game-high eight rebounds with two assists and two
blocked shots. In the win at No. 19 Vanderbilt (3/3), he had nine points,
five rebounds and two blocked shots.

In the SEC Tournament opener against South Carolina (3/8), he was
7-of-9 shooting, finishing with a game-high tying 16 points, along with
seven rebounds, a blocked shot and two steals. In the quarterfinals
against Vanderbilt (3/9), he had seven points, six rebounds and two
blocked shots. In the semifinal against Mississippi State (3/10), he had
just two points and no rebounds, but had three blocked shots, a steal and
two assists with no turnovers.

Townes had six points, three rebounds and a blocked shot in 16
minutes in the NCAA Tournament against Southern California (3/16).



2005-06:
Townes was fourth on the team in scoring (9.5), led the club and was

20th in the SEC in rebounding (5.1), was second on the team with a
.500 field goal percentage (126-252), and second on the team and
seventh in the conference with 1.63 blocked shots.

In league play, he averaged 8.8 points and 4.4 rebounds while still
shooting 50 percent (61-122) and ranking 10th in the SEC with 1.38
blocked shots. He led the team in scoring twice and in rebounding 12
times, and was in double figures scoring 15 times.

Townes averaged 10.6 points, 6.3 rebounds and 2.2 blocked shots in
16 home games while shooting .539 from the floor. He also averaged
10.5 points, 4.9 boards and 1.1 blocks in 15 games against post-season
tournament teams.

He was listed as a pre-season All-SEC selection by CBSSportsline.com
and Athlon, and as an SEC player on the rise by The Sporting News.

Townes had 14 points on 7-of-10 shooting, eight rebounds and a
career-high seven blocked shots in the opener against Portland State
(11/18).

In the Maui Invitational win over Kansas (11/22), he had 10 points
and a game-high seven rebounds. Against No. 23 Maryland, he was 6-of-
11 shooting, and had 13 points, four rebounds and two blocked shots in
26 minutes.

Against Southern Mississippi (11/30), he made 5-of-8 shots and
finished with 14 points, five rebounds and two blocked shots. In the win
over Missouri (12/2), he had eight points, seven rebounds and six blocked
shots.

He had eight points and four rebounds against Texas State (12/6)
before leaving the game with a sprained knee. In the next game, the win
over Missouri State (12/15), he made 6-of-10 shots and finished with
15 points and six rebounds. Townes made 6-of-9 shots for 16 points
with six rebounds against Rice (12/17).

Against Texas-Pan American (12/30), he had eight points and a
game-high 12 rebounds along with two steals.

In the win over Western Illinois (1/1), he had a double-double of 19
points, on 7-of-8 shooting, and 11 rebounds in 25 minutes. He also had
five blocked shots.

In the win over Vanderbilt (1/14), he was 5-of-10 from the
floor and 7-of-9 at the line, finishing with 17 points, five rebounds and
three blocked shots. At Alabama (1/18), he had 17 points on 7-of-11
shooting, six rebounds, two assists, one blocked shot and a steal.

In the win over Ole Miss (1/25), he was 6-of-8 from the floor,
finishing with 13 points and four blocked shots in 23 minutes.  In the
win over Alabama (2/21), he had a team-high 15 points on 7-of-12
shooting. He also had four rebounds and three blocked shots.

In the win at No. 10 Tennessee (2/25), he led the team in scoring
with 15 points for the second straight game. He was 7-of-9 from the
field and also had six rebounds and a blocked shot.

2004-05:
An honorable mention freshman All-American by Rivals.com and a

member of the SEC’s all-freshman team, he got better as the season
went on. He was second on the team in scoring (10.2), rebounding
(4.6), shooting percentage (.519), free throw percentage (.698, players
with a minimum of 45 attempts) and blocked shots (48).

He tied for fourth in the SEC with 1.6 blocked shots per game.
Among the league’s freshmen, he was fifth in scoring, sixth in rebounding,
seventh in shooting percentage (second among players with more than
60 attempts), eighth in free throw percentage (among players with
more than 50 attempts) and second to teammate Steven Hill in blocked
shots.

He led the team in scoring seven times, second-most on the team, led
in rebounding five times and scored in double figures 17 times, which
was also second on the club. His 17 double-figure scoring games tie for
the fourth-most by a UA post player since 1995 and are the most for a
Razorback since Derek Hood reached double-digits 26 times in 1999.

In non-conference play, he averaged 8.8 points and 4.0 rebounds
while shooting 56.2 percent from the floor (50-89). In the SEC, he
shot 49.3 percent (72-146) while improving his averages to 11.4 points
and 5.1 rebounds. In the final 12 games of the year, he was even better,
shooting 49.6 percent (62-125), and averaging 12.8 points and 5.5
rebounds. He earned the team’s Most Improved Player Award.

In the home opener against Gardner-Webb (11/27), he had 10 points
on 4-of-8 shooting and five rebounds. Against Tennessee State (12/16),
he made 10-of-13 shots and scored a game and season-high 20 points,
beginning a streak of five straight double-figure games. In the

win over Ole Miss (1/5), he had 12 points, four rebounds and two
blocked shots. Against Alabama (1/11), he made 5-of-8 shots and 4-of-
4 free throws for 14 points. Townes made 4-of-6 shots and 5-of-6 free
throws, and had 13 points, five rebounds, two assists with no turnovers
and a blocked shot against Auburn (1/22).

Against No. 6 Kentucky (1/29), he was 7-of-10 from the floor, and
had 16 points, five rebounds, two blocked shots and two steals.

At No. 16 Alabama (2/16), he recorded the first double-double of his
career with 14 points on 7-of-14 shooting and a game-high 12 rebounds,
including six offensive boards.

In the loss to Mississippi State (3/1), he had team highs of 13 points,
six rebounds and two blocked shots. At Auburn (3/5), he recorded the
second double-double of his career with a team-high 18 points on 7-of-
14 shooting and a game-high 10 rebounds.

In High School:
He averaged 12.0 points, 10.0 rebounds and 8.0 blocked shots a game

at Hargrave. As a senior at Archbishop Carroll High in Washington,
D.C., he averaged 13.8 points, 11.0 rebounds and 8.0 blocked shots.
Following his senior season, he was rated the No. 59 overall prospect in
the country by Hoop Scoop, No. 62 by TheInsidersHoops.com and No.
64 by FutureStars. As a sophomore, he set the Virginia state record of
187 blocked shots, breaking the previous mark held by Alonzo Mourning.

2007-08:
In the two exhibition games in Cancun over Labor Day weekend, he

averaged 13.0 points, 9.0 rebounds and 2.0 steals while shooting 64
percent from the floor and 67 percent at the line. He had five points
and 12 rebounds in the 60-57 victory over Quintana Roo, and 21 points
and four rebounds in the 108-37 victory over Belize Select.

In the opener against Wofford (11/9), he had six points, seven
rebounds and two blocked shots in 13 minutes. He had six points, four
rebounds and two assists against the College of Charleston in San Juan
(11/15). Against VCU (11/18), he had six points and six rebounds.

Washington had nine points, three rebounds, two assists and two
steals against Delaware State (11/24). He fouled out after 12 minutes
against Missouri (11/28), but had six points on 3-of-3 shooting and
three rebounds. He had seven points and a team-high tying six rebounds
in the win over Oral Roberts (12/1).

He recorded his first double-double with 12 points and 12 rebounds
against Missouri State (12/3), and added five blocked shots. He recorded

2006-07:
Not able to participate in any pre-season workouts or conditioning

drills while awaiting approval from the NCAA clearinghouse, he was
behind from the start but made up ground down the stretch.

For the year, he played in 26 games with one start, and averaged 3.5
points and 1.6 rebounds. He shot 45.6 percent from the field (36-79)
and 60.9 percent from the line (14-23). He made 59.3 percent of his
shots in seven games against ranked opponents, and 50 percent in nine
games on the road, in five games at neutral sites and in 11 games against
NCAA Tournament teams.

In the nine road games, he averaged 3.2 points and 1.2 rebounds
while hitting 12-of-24 shots.

In his debut against Southeast Missouri (11/10), Washington had four
points and three rebounds in eight minutes.

At LSU (2/10), he played 14 minutes off the bench, and was 3-of-4
from the field and 2-of-4 at the line to finish with eight points.
Washington had four points, a rebound and a blocked shot in 15 minutes
at Mississippi State (12/14), but made just 2-of-7 shots.

Washington played 15 minutes against Tennessee (2/24), and had six
points, two rebounds and an assist. He scored all of his points at the line,
going 6-of-6. In the win over Mississippi State (2/28), he did not score
but had four rebounds, one assist and one blocked shot.

2007-08:
Weems was named to the Southeastern Conference’s pre-season

second team by the league’s coaches.
He missed one week of practice and the two exhibition games in

Cancun over Labor Day weekend with a broken left hand.
He had 10 points, four rebounds, three assists, two steals and a blocked

shot in the opener against Wofford (11/9). Against the College of
Charleston in San Juan (11/15), he had 10 points, all in the second half,
six rebounds, three assists, three steals and a blocked shot. Against VCU
(11/18), he had game highs of 16 points and eight rebounds, and added
a team-high three assists, making 7-of-12 shots.

Weems had eight points, four rebounds and five steals against Delaware
State (11/24). In the win over Missouri (11/28), he had eight turnovers,
but was 4-of-8 shooting to finish with 16 points along with six rebounds
and four assists.

He was suspended for the Oral Roberts game (12/1) for violating
team rules. He returned for the Missouri State game (12/3), and had
seven points, seven rebounds, four assists and three steals, but turned
the ball over five times. He made 9-of-15 shots and had a game-high 21
points against Northwestern State (12/19). Weems had a team-high
tying 17 points along with game highs of five assists and six steals
against Louisiana-Monroe (12/29).

In the win over Baylor in Dallas (1/5), Weems scored a game-high 21
points in 22 minutes, going 7-of-11 from the floor, including 3-of-4 on
threes, and 4-of-4 at the line. He had 18 points in the second half as
Arkansas rallied from a 48-41 halftime deficit.

In the SEC opener at Auburn (1/10), he had 17 points, four rebounds
and seven assists. He has 7-of-13 shooting, including 3-of-6 on threes.
He was 6-of-9 in the second half, including 3-of-4 on threes, for 15
points. Against Alabama (1/13), he was 7-of-9 at the line, finishing with
17 points, four rebounds and five assists with just one turnover.

Against South Carolina (1/16), he was 11-of-19 for 28 points along
with nine rebounds. He was 8-of-11 for 21 points with six rebounds in
the second half. He had 12 points and four rebounds at Georgia (1/19).

At LSU (1/26), he had 21 points and seven rebounds. He had 19
points in the first half, going 7-of-11 from the floor, including 5-of-5
on threes. In the win over No. 25 Mississippi State (1/30), he had 22
points and six rebounds, and was 5-of-10 on three-pointers. Over one
stretch in the first half, he scored 10 points in 1:06 and actually subbed
out of the game and back in. He was out for nine seconds, meaning he
scored 10 points (three threes and a free throw to complete a four-
point play) in 57 seconds.

In the win over No. 20 Florida (2/2), he scored a game-high 17
points, and added four rebounds, five assists, a block and a steal. He was
7-of-12 from the floor, including 3-of-4 on threes.

In the win over Ole Miss (2/9), he had his first double-double of the
year with 22 points and 10 rebounds along with four assists. At No. 4
Tennessee (2/13), he was 8-of-17 from the floor, including 3-of-6 on
threes, finishing with 20 points, seven rebounds, two assists and a steal.

Weems had 14 points, three rebounds and a team-high four assists at
Mississippi State (2/16).

He scored 22 of his 26 points at Kentucky (2/23) in the second half.
He was 10-of-20 for the game, including 3-of-6 on threes. He was 9-of-
13 in the second half, including 3-of-5 on threes. His 10 shots made
were half of the team’s total (20), marking the first time one player did
that since March 10, 1985, when Joe Kleine went 13-of-17 for 36
points against Texas Tech. Arkansas was 24-for-43 in a 67-64 loss.

Weems had a team-high tying 17 points and a team-high eight rebounds
at Alabama (2/27), but was 6-of-15 shooting. In the win over No. 14
Vanderbilt (3/1), he was 5-of-9 shooting, including 3-of-5 on threes,
and 7-of-8 at the line, including 4-of-4 in the last seven seconds, to
finish with 20 points.

In the SEC Tournament against No. 18 Vanderbilt (3/14), he had just
three points, but added six rebounds and a game-high four assists while
helping limit VU’s Shan Foster to 14 points on 4-of-10 shooting. In the
championship game against Georgia (3/16), he had a team-high tying
17 points on 8-of-15 shooting.

2006-07:
Listed as the No. 1 junior college transfer in the nation by

CollegeHoops.net, Weems was solid in his first season with averages of
11.8 points, 4.8 rebounds, 2.1 assists and 1.3 steals while shooting 48.5
percent from the floor (161-332) and 72.9 percent at the line (51-70).
He was second on the team in scoring, rebounding and steals, and third
in assists, field goal percentage, free-throw percentage and three-point
percentage (.361, 39-108).

He was named to the Old Spice Classic and Southeastern Conference
all-tournament teams. He helped Arkansas win the Old Spice Classic by
averaging a team-high 12.7 points along with 5.3 rebounds in three
games. He had a game-high 19 points on 7-of-9 shooting in the title
game win over West Virginia. Weems helped the Razorbacks reach the
finals of the SEC Tournament with averages of 15.0 points and 5.3
rebounds.

In 21 games against post-season tournament teams, he averaged
13.0 points and 4.8 boards while shooting 51.4 percent from the field
(110-214). In nine neutral site games, he led the team with 12.8 points
and was second with 5.0 rebounds. He averaged 13.7 points and 4.6
rebounds while shooting 53.6 percent (37-69) in seven games against
ranked teams. In six games in March, he averaged a team-high 13.3
points along with 5.0 rebounds, and shot 50.8 percent from the floor
(30-59) and 85.7 percent at the line (12-14).

He led the team in scoring and rebounding six times each. He was in
double figures scoring 23 times and in rebounding twice.

In his debut against Southeast Missouri (11/10), he had 12 points,
three rebounds, two assists, two steals and two blocked shots. He had a
huge game against Stephen F. Austin (11/18), recording a double-double
with game highs of 24 points and 11 rebounds, and added four assists,
two blocked shots and two steals.

In the win over Southern Illinois in the Old Spice Classic (11/23), he
was just 1-of-9 shooting, but 5-of-6 at the line, finishing with seven
points and three steals. He also played solid defense on Jamal Tatum,
who was scoreless in overtime. In the semifinal win over Marist (11/

He suffered a crack in his nose at
Florida, missed a day of practice and was fitted for a mask, which he
wore at Ole Miss (1/13) when he had eight points, five rebounds and two
blocked shots.

In the win over No. 16 LSU (1/20), he was 4-of-9 shooting, but 4-of-
7 on threes, and had 13 points, five rebounds and three assists with no
turnovers in 38 minutes. At South Carolina (1/24), he had 11 points on
5-of-9 shooting, eight rebounds, two assists and three steals, but he also
turned the ball over five times.

In the win at No. 12 Alabama (1/27), Weems made 7-of-14 shots,
finishing with 16 points and nine rebounds, including six offensive
boards. Against No. 24 Kentucky (2/3), Weems had 14 points on 5-of-
7 shooting, including 2-of-3 on threes, five rebounds and three assists.

He made just 1-of-7 shots for two points against Auburn (2/7), but he
had a game-high nine assists along with five rebounds and three steals.

2007-08:
Playing in the 108-37 exhibition game victory over Belize Select in

Cancun over Labor Day weekend, he had eight assists, four points and
two steals with four turnovers. Welsh wore No. 2 last season but has
changed to No. 14 this year.

Against the College of Charleston in San Juan (11/15), he had eight
points, two rebounds, three assists and a steal. All eight points came in
the first half as Arkansas built a 33-25 lead. He started against VCU (11/
18), and had two points, one rebound and three assists.

Welsh started for the second straight game and had 12 points, on four
threes, and seven assists with no turnovers against Delaware State (11/
24). In the win over Missouri (11/28), he started for the third straight
time and made 3-of-5 shots, finishing with nine points, two rebounds,
two assists and two steals. He started in the next game against Oral
Roberts (12/1), and had four points, three rebounds and three assists.
Against UTSA (12/12), he had four points, four assists and four steals.

At Oklahoma (12/15), he had nine points, four rebounds, two assists
and a steal in 27 minutes. In the win over Baylor in Dallas (1/5), Welsh
had eight points, one rebound and one assist. He was 2-of-2 on threes
and 2-of-2 at the line.

Welsh had eight points on 4-of-8 shooting and three assists at Georgia
(1/19). In the win over No. 25 Mississippi State (1/30), he was just 1-
of-7 shooting, but 4-of-5 at the line to finish with seven points, one
assists and two steals with no turnovers.

At Mississippi State (2/16), he was 4-of-5 shooting for nine points in
13 minutes. Against LSU (2/20), he was 3-of-8 from the floor but 3-of-
5 on threes, finishing with 10 points, two rebounds and three assists.

In the win over Auburn (3/8), Welsh was 3-of-5 shooting, including
2-of-3 on threes, and had eight points and four assists with one steal and
only one turnover.

In the SEC Tournament against No. 18 Vanderbilt (3/14), he was 4-
of-8 shooting, including 3-of-5 on threes, and had 11 points and two
assists. In the SEC Tournament against No. 4 Tennessee (3/15), he was
4-of-6 shooting, all threes, for 12 points with two assists.

2006-07:
He played in all 35 games with one start. He averaged 3.2 points for

the year, including 4.1 in 14 games in February and March when he
played 13 minutes a game. Through the first 21 games of the year, he
played an average of 9.4 minutes.

Welsh averaged 3.8 points and had 18 assists with 12 turnovers in 21
games against post-season tournament teams.

He led the team in assists twice and was in double figures scoring
twice.

In the semifinal win over Marist in the Old Spice Classic (11/24), he
hit two threes and two free throws for eight points in 11 minutes. In the
championship game win over West Virginia (11/26), he made two threes
and finished with eight points in 15 minutes.

In the win over Central Michigan (12/5), he had five points, one
rebound, one steal and two assists with no turnovers. He had six points
on 2-of-4 shooting along with three steals in the win over Oakland (12/
14).

He made his first start in the win over No. 16 LSU (1/20) and had a
rebound in six minutes.

Against No. 24 Kentucky (2/3), he came off the bench and played 20
minutes. He made 5-of-11 shots, including 3-of-7 threes, and finished
with 13 points, two rebounds and four assists with just one turnover.

In the win over Auburn (2/7), he had three points and two rebounds.
He hit the first three of the game for the Razorbacks, extending Arkansas’
streak of games with a three to 600.

At Mississippi State (2/14), he was 2-of-5 shooting, all threes, and
finished with six points, two rebounds, a steal and a team-high tying
three assists with no turnovers in 16 minutes. Welsh was huge in the
home win over Mississippi State (2/28), hitting 6-of-7 shots, including
4-of-5 threes, and scoring 16 points in 19 minutes off the bench.

In the win at No. 19 Vanderbilt (3/3), he was 4-of-5 at the line,
finishing with four points, a rebound, two assists and a steal. He had
six points, on two threes, a rebound and one assist against South Carolina

He was an honorable mention McDonald’s All-American as a senior
at Woodside High in Newport News after averaging 20 points. He was a
Nike All-American in 2004 and 2005, and also earned All-America
honors from Street & Smith’s. He was first-team all-state and MVP of
the 2006 seven-city Battle of the Bay all-star game. He also averaged
22 points as a junior and 18 as a sophomore. Welsh helped Woodside
win two state titles.

In summer 2005, he averaged 25 points in the Super Showcase in
Orlando after leading his team to the title of the Nike Peach Jam.

He signed with Arkansas after also considering Xavier, Virginia,
Marquette, Tennessee, Boston College, Providence and Rutgers.

Also a star on the football field at Woodside, he was second-team all-
state as a wide receiver and defensive back, and first-team all-district as
a receiver and kick returner.
